CHICAGO, July 5.?A toll of bloodshed and riot was today's

aftermath of the Jeffries-Johnson fight. The blows that beat
down the white man at Reno, Nay., were re-echoed throughout
the night and today in all parts of the country. The cost of
Johnson's victory in human lives could not be estimated ex-
actly, because of varying reports, but it is believed that the di-
rect result of the fight willbe an extensive death list. Most of
the victims were members of Johnson's own race.

Up to noon today 10 negroes and five whites had been
killed, hundreds of both races Injured, many fatally, and scores
in prisons in various cities.
