WASHINGTON, Oct. 24.—Drop-
ping from the heights of tactical
maneuvers and the finer points of
the war game, Major General Leon-

ard Wood has submitted an extraor-

dinary report dealing with the com-
monplaces of the enlisted man's
comfort,

The report was written by Gen-
eral Wood as the commander of the
department of the east, but was sub-
mitted to the adjutant general, after
he became chief of staff and there-
fore is taken as criticism by the
active head of the army.

Within the sphere of the enlisted
man, General Wood In this report
touches upon there points; the sol-
dier's canteen or post saloon, his
uniform—particularly his shoes—-
and the desirability of establishing
a general service corps of men em-
ployed to do all the non-military
work.

WASHINGTON, Oci. 24.—T§ " and the New York platform have
certainly kicked up a fuss. How ach of a fuss may be judged by the
fact that the peace and quiet of a more or less well earned vacation have
been broken up so that I may return’and explain what it is all about.
