"They have treated
me all right as long as I had the
money, but when I was broke or
without friends tt was the jail for
me. There are a lot of good men
on the Spokane police force, and
a whole lot of bad ones. You re-
member when the beer garden was
running on Main avenue?

Five dollars a veek, $10 a *reek
was better ?in fact, all that you
could stand.
