Senate Refuses to Agree That
They Should Not Be Used to

TWO AMENDMENTS BY
ALLISON WERE PASSED.

Both In the Interests of the Conservi-
tives—Ome States That No Time
Shall Be Stated In Which Conunils-
sion's Orders Shall Go Into Force—
Imprisonment Penalty Favored by
the Senate for All Beneficiaries of
Rebates Glven by the Rallroads—

Washington, May 11.—Senntor Bal-
ley's amendment to the rate bill, to
entirely prohibit the lssuance of pre-
liminary Injunctions to suspend the
operation of the interstate commerce
commission’s orders, was defeated.

The first alliwon amendment strik-
Ing out the words "falrly remunern-
tive" from the desoription of rutes or-
dered by the commimsion was adopt-
ed without debate,

The gecond Allikon amendment pro-
viding the commission’s orders shall
become effective within a “reasonabla
time,” Instead of “thirty days'” and
continue not more than two Years,
was adopted,

Would Punish the Beneflclary,

Washington, May 11.—The senate
last night complieted its conslderntion
of the second sectlon of the rallroad
rate bill and just befors adfouwrnment
listened to the readimg of msections 3
and 4, preparatory to the Introduction
of the Allison amendments, which will
tnke place today. A number of very
Important changes were made in the
second section, Including a provision
restoring the imprisonment pendlty of
the act of 1587 and an amendment
ruggested by MeCumber, Imposing a
penalty of fire and Imprisonment for
o shipper who mecures rebates,

The latter amendment wan incdrpo-
rated for the avowed purpose of hit-
ting trusta There was a continuous
debate throughout the day and no 1it-
tle complaint that the senatorm shows-
ed n dispoxition to consume more than
the 16 minute limit. THiman stated
privately that if these practices con-
tinue he will make an effort tomor-
row to have the speoches limited to
flve minutes.

THE OPINION OF WELL
KNOWN STOCK BUYERS,

No Hain for Foriy-Six Dayy in the
Yakima Valley, While Horse Heaven
Is Equally Dry—No Molsture Left
Around the Roots of the Whest
Plant—Not Enongh Rain In East-
ern Washington This Spring to Ap-
preciably Benefit Whent,

Jumes Wright, the well known
stockmun, returned Tuesday from a
trip to eastern Washington and Ore-
gon, says the Yakima Republic. He
went to the veglon of the Snake river
north of Walla Walln to look after a
large band of sheep that he has been
feeding there during the winter, and
hefore returning made quite an exten-
glve tour, He loaded five cars of sheep
and sent them through this way to
Seattle and will have 26 cars more on
the way before the week in over,

“It the weather conditions do not
alter soon," sald Mr. Wright to the
Republic this morning, “thers will be
a fallure of the wheat crop In both
castern Washington and Oregon this
senson. 1 never saw the wheat look
#o badly as it does now. It is almost
dried out. There hios not begn any
min for many weeks In that 'pnrl of
the twn states and evervthing is mif.
fering from drouth,

“"While walking nlong over a wheat
field one day I pulled up a bunch of
growing whent. The roots were sev-
ornl inches long and the soll  that
olung to them was as dry as powiler.
There does not appear to he the least
bit of molsture, Unless rain comeg In
n very short time the wheat will be
killed. ‘This condition, T am told, ex-
Ists In the Horse Heaven wheat coun-
try."*

Mr, Wright's statement Im corrob-
orated by other Yakima people who
have been through the whoeat districts
thig spring. The rainfall has  bheen
light In all parte of eastern Woshing-
ton since the first of the year. For
the past 46 daym not a drop of water
has fallen In the Yokima valley. The
lnst raln was on March 80 and 31,
when the precipltation was 68-100 of
an inch. Slight raina have fallen since
then in eastern Washington, but not
enough to benefit the wheat. No raln
ham fallen In that time In the Horse
Heaven country,

What promises to be a sweeping
nullification of all the work of the
forestry department of the United
States government Insallotting rangs
In the forest reserves has just been
Innugurated by Federal Judge Whit=
aon of North Yakima, who yesterday
decided that the department of agrie
culture cannot make regulations pres
venting stockmen from ranging thels
stock at will In forest reserves,

The decision of Judge Whitson wal
handed down In the case of the gove
ernment against C. A, Maxwell of
North Yakima, who was accused of
illegally ranging stock In  the Mt
Ruinfer forest resarve and whose case
hiue just been tried In North Yakimas
J. H. Snively, attorney for Maxwell
demurred to the allegations of the
government on the ground that &
government department has no ads
thority to make laws and that theres
fore the laws made for the reguintion
of the forest rescrves by the departs
ments are null and vold,

The contention of Maxwell was that
the secrstary of agriculture being ®»
part of the executive and not the lags
Islative branch of the government, had
Mo right to make any laws whatever,
and that only by congress can valld
laws for the regulation of forest res
serves be passed, Judge Whitsod
sustained the demurrer which wal
based upon upon these grounds, and
thus the entire work of the foarestry
department In  alloting range and
making regulations for the manages
ment of the reserves may be set aside,

The case will be carried to the sué
preme court by the government and
If the decision of Judge Whitson
sustained there, the range allotments
in the Wenahs, Blue Mountains and
other reserves will be cancelled and
all stoek will be at liberty to range
at will In the reserves until such time
s Congress passes laws prescribing
the methods of range allotment,
