This Is on patent grades.
Straights were advanced 20 to 30c a
bnrrel, while exports wero put 20c
higher. The market Is unusually firm
and there are Indications of a still
further gain In price.

The general lack of wheat all over
the country Is aiding millers of the
Pacific northwest to maintain the
highest prices in years. Patent flour
Is today quoted at $1.05 01.10 a bar-
rel, while blucstcm wheat has recent-
ly sold at $1.30 a bushel for a car-
go of bluestem, but the offer was re-

fused because It Is not likely that such
a great amount of bluestem would be
obtainable anywhere on the coast.

The cash wheat market In general
Is very firm, with quotations rigidly
maintained, although millers are not
'Inclined to bid over present quota-
tions.

On the board of trade there Is no
change in sentiment, and former quo-
tations arc continued.

Hour U SlilpMd East.
The movement of Pacific northwest

flour to the east has started again.
Low grade flours generally called
"patents" are "being bouKht by buyers
east of the Rockies, and a number
of sales have been reported by In-

terior millers during the past 24 hours.
There Is a large amount of this low
grade stork on hand, but Indications
point to Its being entirely cleaned up
within a short time.

the entire cattle market today. There
was only a fair showing of arrivals In
the yards during the day but sup-pil- es

have been accumulating for
about a weik and this has checked
the outward movement to a great ex-

tent.
While It Is the general opinion of

livestock sellers and those In closest
touch with the market that steers can
show good enough quality to still find
a sale at $5.50, that price cannot be
obtained except for something extra
select because the late stagnation ha
caused buyers to be more careful In
their grading of cattle.

LANDS MIST RE DESIGNATED
BEFORE FILINGS POSSIBLE

tand Offices Muxt Refuse All Appli-

cations Until Land Lists Are Re-

ceived from Washington Will Re

Potlblc for Present Entrymen to
Incrca) Homestead Lornl Must

Bo Adjacent and Must Show Culti-

vation.

Until a list of lands designated by
the secretary of the Interior as com-

ing under the 320-acr- e act, there Is
no need for homestead seekers of the"

La Grande land office district to write
to Register Bramwell for Information
on this subject. Local land officials
have been fairly coverel up with let-

ters seeking Information In this re-

spect, and for the first time since
the act was passed the press has been
allowed to explain matters, says the
La Grande Observer.

The officials of the local land of-

fice have received a letter from the
general land office regarding the en-

larged homestead act of February 19

of this year. Many who have heard
of the act allowing homesteads of 320
acres, have attempted to file on this
amount of land. The letter referred
to Is In part as follows:

"It has been brought to the atten-
tion of this office that In certain of-

fices applications for entry under the
enlarged homestead act are being re-

ceived and suspended.

Instructloas Not Printed.
"The Instructions under this act

have been approved but not as yet
been printed for distribution. From
time to time lists designating the
lands which are subject to entry un-

der this act will be ent you. You

are. therefore, directed that any ap-

plications under said act, for lands
not listed, should be immediately re-

jected and the parties notified that
they will gain no rights by filing ofj
such applications or by appeal from
the rejection thereof. No rights what-

ever can be acquired under snld act,
either by application or settlement,
prior to the time the lists are receiv-

ed in the local land office."

Reject All Filings.
The letter Is not quoted In full, but

It will be seen that the local land
office officials have no latitude In

the matter and must reject any filings
for more than the usual amount of
land In a homestead until they re-

ceive lists of lands upon which fil-

ings may be made. The act applies
to Colorado, Montana. Nevada, Wyo-

ming. Arizona and New Mexico.
Only lands that are le

al and do not contain mer-

chantable timber will be lcluded in

these lists. Any homestead entry-ma- n

of such lands upon which final
proof has not been made may extend
his holdings by filing upon nnother
160 acres of the same character, ir

mntlcuous to his rormcr filing.

He must, however, at the samo time
of making final proof, show by two
witnesses that at least one eighth or

his entry has been under cultivation
continually .beginning with the sec

ond year, and that at least one-rour-

tis been under cultivation continu
ously, beginning with the third year.

STATE WAR DEBUT IS

STILL UNSETTLED

Some stjeculation has been caused
In Portland as to the meaning of the
$2250 item placed against the Oregon
war debt in the dally treasury state-

ments of Uncle Sam's public debt.
and the suggestion which has been
made to the treasury department that
old. outstanding balances to the
amount of $7,829,941, of which the
Oregon item is one, be credited to the
Panama canal fund, says the Journal.

It has been generally supposed mat
all of Oregon's war. debts had been
paid In full, but In the case of the
$2250 Item It Is believed that It rep-

resents claims which have been al-

lowed, but never presented for pay
ment.

During the Cayuse- - war of 1847,

when the massacre of Dr. Marcus
Whitman occurred, there being no
government troops stationed in this
region the settlers themselves iook
up arms, taking chances that the
government would reimburse them
for fighting. In the larger number
of cases all claims were allowed, but
in anmn rases never riresented for
payment, the principal having died

without heirs. The Oregon Historical
society has a number of pieces of
script Issued at that time by the pro
visional government in payment tor
services and supplies. Many of these
obligations, either forgotten or de-

stroyed, will never be taken up.

During the Rogue River war in
1851 nearly all the claims were
paid, but a few small amounts are
yet outstanding. To those who serv-

ed in the Yakima war of 1855-5- 6, and
who furnished supplies, the govern-

ment has paid In most cases where
authorised, but In some the claims
were allowel and the amount cred-

ited to the fund, but never paid be
cause not presented. The Item con- -

ta'ned In the daily report may do
made up of some of these, where
there were never any heirs or the
claims were forgotten.
