WASHINGTON, Nov. 1 Every
element connected with the battleship
building plans of the t'nited State
may be put under government owner-
ship.

Secretary of the Navy Daniels
today that "because of a

most serious situation that has ariaen
ia our national defense program." tha
administration has under considera-
tion such a sweepin - mov The an-

nouncement followed advke that three
private bidders on the new American
battleships might perhaps be greatly
delayed in constructing them because
of their inability to obtain supplies
promptly.

"They come to us." Daniels said,
"asking for contract on the plea
that ships will be needed In time of
war a part of the nation's prepared-
ness. Now when there is profitable
business abroad, they ship supplte
I'.nd munitions there, and leave this
-- overnment to await their conveni-
ence."

The dans under contemplation in-

clude government owned or leased
ironfields. shipyards, armorplate fac-
tories and everything else needed for
the building of battleships.
