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Now we are to have a return of
the shinplaster—not because ogr
silver money has taken fright, as
it did during the gieat war, and
proposes to “hide out,” but because
there isn't enough of it to do the
wcrk that is required of it, and the
secretary of the treasury has to
belp it out by an issue of paper|
currency. The movement in favor
of such an issue originated in Ne-
braska, in the form of a ecircular
addressed to numerous congress-
men, asking them to favor a bill
embodying s provision for the is-
sue of small paper currency. The
suggestion has met with favor at
the treasury department, and it is
said that in a short time $10.000.-
000 of this currenvy will be placed
on sale in the various postoffices
where the demand is greatest. The
main object to be subserved is to
fucilitate the transmission of small
amounts of money in letters for the
benefit of country people making
emall mail purchases at a distance.
Without some such conveniences,
aniall sums are sent in silver and
are easily detected in letters, or a
postal crder must be purchased,
involving unnecessary expense.

In addition to these, the secre-
tary has issued, during the last 60
days, gold certificates of conven-
ient denominsations, representing
in the aggregate more than twenty
millions of dollars, and all of these
were taken up into the circulation
as fast as they could be given out.
