The Result.—Elsewhere we give the recult 
of the Boise County Election. As will be 
seoti ’by these*who bave paid any attention 
to the political complexion last Fall and this, 
a change has come over the spirit of the 
people to such a degree that the Democratic 
ticket, which last year was beaten by a ma­
jority of 430 in the county, is this year elec 
ted by nearly twice that number. Much 
speculation is being indulged in aB to the 
cause of this result. Strict partisans on ei­
ther side advance most untenable theories. 
Some contend that it was a secession triumph, 
and point to instances of hurrahing for Jeff 
Davis on the announcement of the result 
Othars'try to persuade themsehvas that the 
people hope for a more vigorous prosecution 
of the war under thelea'dership of McClellan.

Yet the proposition, or 
propositions, both .Territorial and national, to 
tax tbe mines'has wrought more changes than 
all other causes combined in the election in 
this county last Monday.

Thus ;fee spake when the ballots 
were counted and he was defeated : “ Mighty 
King of America I you have spoken an'd ycur 
irrevocable^commands have gone forth. Some 
who expected to tread upon the tall knobs of 
creation now wander listlessly through the 
dismal- swamps of despair. Some who ex­
pected to fare sumptuously every day. and 
clothe their bodies in purple and fine linen, 
must now live on common grub and wear no 
store-clothes. * * * The time will soon 
come round when we can take another chance 

doo’tibe down hearted, patriots and com­
panions; lovers of your country, stand firm 
to the helm. The ballot-box is a small in­
strument but it acts like a giant. Latjg 
years ago it was accustomed to talk-saucy to 
aspirants. Greater than Siskiyou patriots or 
California statesmen have looked wild with, 
astonisment at its melancholy freaks and! 
bowed humbly before its power. Its myste­
rious workings placed the learned son of 
Tennessee in the Presidential chair and thrice 
crushed the hopes of him .«bo would rather 
be right than be President.
