NEw York, May 1.A Washington special
says Butler intends taking a political tour in
the South.

The Governor of Louisiana and the Mayor
of New Orleans have invited Senators Nye and
Kelly to visit that city.

Howard University at Washington opens
Wednesday, and is designed to fit colored men
for teachers.

At Columbia, 8. 91;’ Governor Orr addressed
a meeting, urgin e ne g not to attach
themselves to agy politicsr(:;rty. He prom-
ised that, if the negroes did their duty, the

Southerners would see them educated and pro- |

tected in their privileges. A platform was
adopted providing for free schools and a revi-
sion of State laws. The Reverend Mr. Turner,
a colored man, made a speech, in which he said
he was satisfied that Southern gentlemen were
the warmest friends of the negroes.

The citizens of Halifax, Va., are to give the
negroes a complimentary dinner this week.

%‘he citizens of Danville, Virginia, have sub-
scribed enough to furnish a chapel for negroes.

The Herald's special says: Sharkey and his
coadjutors are confident that they will gain an
injunction against the President to restrain the
execution of the reconstruection act, and de-
clare that five Supreme Judges favor impeach-
ment in the Mulﬁgxn case. It is intimated
that the President anticipates and desires such
a decision.

The World’s special dispatch says the long
unknown grave of Johnson’s father has been
discovered, and the President will witness the
erection of a monument. He will be accom-
panied by Seward, taking the Richmond route,
and will visit the other towns if possible and
address the people.

Dr. Blackburn, who attempted to introduce
infected clothing into the North during the war,
has petitioned the Attorney-General from Can-
ada for permission to return to Kentucky and
take his trial.

Gen. Rousseau desires to be assigned to the
command of the De nt of the Columbia.
Sheridan will remain in Louisiana. General
Grant declines interfering.

The Tribune learne with deep regret that
Seward has decided to continue the mission to
Rome in defiance of the vote of Congress.

Chase, in the Snpreme Court, has decided
the Massachusetts ln!nor law, affirming the de-
cision of the State Courts. This settles the
cause against liquor interest, as an appeal was
taken on the ground that having paid the In-
ternal Revenue tax, their shops were virtually
licensed to sell, and the State had no right to
interfere with such sale.

Jack Ryan and Martin Broderick fought at
St. Louis yesterday. The police interfered and
the parties went five miles farther out and re-
sumed the fight. Broderick was victorious af-
ter fifty-five rounds. No stakes were fought
for. Several women were present.

The Times has a report of a sharp agitation
among capitalists of the Red River country,
northwest of Lake Superior, for independence
or greater profection from the Canadian au-
thorities The local paper says the movement
is important. The territory is at present con-
trolled by the Hudson Bay Company. The In-
dians have forwarded an invitation written on
birch bark, to the Prince of Wales, fo visit
their homes and hunting grounds.

About 3,000 emigrants have arrived here
within the past three days.

A specia{)dispatch to the Herald, dated Lon-
don,say the prize fight between Wormwald and
Baldwin was prevented by the failure of the
latter to appear on the ground. Wormwald tock
the stakes. The fancy were disgusted.

RICHMOND, April 28.—A call for a State
Convention of Unionists, to meet at Charlottes-
ville, May 29th, is circulated here. The bill
appropriating $80,000 for the education of the
white and black children has passed the Leg-
islature.

NEw ORrEANs, April 29.—The town of
Bread, in Texas, was nearly destroyed by fire
on the 13th inst.

WaASHINGTON, May 2.—The following dis-
patch came to the Mexican Minister here:—
# New Orleans, April 30.—M. Romero—Mira-
mon dead; Imperialist forces disbanded ; Mar-
quero completely defeated ; Queretaro taken;
Maximilian hidden. (Signed,) R. S. Diaz.”

The Japanese Commiggioners presented their
credentials at the State Department to-day,
and were received by Seeretary Seward. On
Friday they will wait upon the President.

The Criminal Court adjourned yesterday, to
meet again, May 27th, when Surratt’s trial
will take place.

Jeff. Davis has determined to reconsider his
declaration that he would not apply for pardon,
and if he is not arraigned at the May term of
the Court at Richmond, will file his papers for
pardon, in accordance with the conditions of
President Johnson’s proclamation. So say his
friends here,

Attorney General Stansbery’s opinion cn the
registration clause is very liberal, and will
enable nearly all those prohibited from regis-
tering by General Sheridan to become voters.

New YORK, May 2.—The working wmen of
St. Louis had a grand demonstration yesterday
in favor of the Eight-Hour law.  Over 10,000
were in procession. They assembled in Lucas
Place and were addressed by Hon. J. Hogan,
J. J. MeBride, and several mechanics. Strong
resolutions were adopted.

Late arrivals from Havana report the Gov-
ernor-General very ill.

The workingmen’s trade demonstration in
Chicago, yesterday, was very imposing. There
were 25,000 in procession. The employers are
firm in their refusal of the demands of the we-
chanics.

Bishop Tuttle of Montana was conseerated
here to-day.

The new Democratic Governor of Connect-

icut, English, says in his message that the
situation of public affairs in Europe is, in an
American aspect, unimportant. He urges that,
as citizens of a common country, we should
strive to extinguish the vindictive resentments
engendered by the late civil war, which was
waged to maintain the supremacy of the Fed-
eral Constitution and the integrity of the Union.
He states that the great object is not yet at-
tained and the Union not restored, as ten States
are denied participation and have no partin the
Government, by the action of Copgress. Such
measures, if persisted in, he believes will trans-
form the Republic into a despotism. He deems
the legislation of Congress to be wholly unwar-
ranted, and as fatal to the Union and the Con-
stitution as the doetrine of secession.

Among the passengers yesterday persteamer

for Liverpool were George Peabody, Gen.
Preston of 8. C., John G. Saxe, poet, and J.
W. (dead duck) Forney.
The counsel who defended the Fenian pris-
oners in Canada at the request of Secretary
Seward, demand $50,000 fees, but there is’ no
provisgion made for paying anything.

Loxpox, April 30.—Parliament resumed its
session yesterday. In the House of Commons,
last night, Lord Staunley, in reply to an inquiry,
stated that the propesition for a Peace Con-
gress had been accepted by France and Prus-
sia, and that he was of the opinion the Luxem-
bourg affair would be satisfactorily settlad.

BERLIN, April 30.—The Prussian Diet was
opened yesterday by the King in person. In
his speech from the throne the King said the
unity of Germany was an assurance of peace
in Europe, and he hoped for the speedy adop-
tion of the Constitution. The King was silent
in regard to Luxembourg.

Paris, April 30.—The Moniteur officially
announces that orders have been issued to put
a stop to the recent military preparations
throughout France.

- King George of Greece has arrived in Lon-
on.

NEw York, May 2.—Late advices say there
is probability of a war between Chili and Peru.

From Mexico confirmation is had of the
death of Miramon, the total defeat of the Im-
perialists, and the flight of Maximilian.

Numerous failures have occurred in Hava-
na—among them that of Signor Oveida, of
Bartlett diamond wedding notoriety in New
York some years ago. He compromised on
debts of $2,500,000, for §250,000.

The Iinpeachment Committee met in Wash-
ington this morning, to take evidence, and ad-
journed, without doing anything, to meet again
to-morrow.

A 8t. Louis telegram says Gov. Fletcher and
others in the Southwest are figuring to have
Stanton nominated for President in 1868.

Late news from Australia says twelve ves-
sels were to load with wheat for England.

Bills for £1,000,000 had been stolen from
the Australian Oriental Bank. A clerk was
in custody on suspicion of the robbery.

LoNDON, May 2.—The Peace Conference
of all the great Powers will meet May 7th, in
this city.

DusLiN, May 2.—The Fenian prisoners and
Doraa convicted of high treason, are to be
hung May 29th. MeCafferty’s trial going on.

NEw YORE, May 4. —NMumerous Irish refugees are
arriving. They say the Fenian movement in Ireland
igobandoned. President Roberts, F. B., asks aid for
the families of Irish prisoners.

The Mayor
has issued a proclamation, and asks the rioters to
disperse.

LouisviLLE, Ky., May 4.—The Congressional elec-
tion passed off quietly. Asa P. Grover, State Rights
Democrat, is elected in the 5th District by 8,200 ma-
jority. J.B. Knott, in the 4th, and Jas. B, Beck, in
the 7th District, State Right Democrats, are probu-
bly elected.

WASHINGTON, May 4,—At a State dinner to-day, the
Chinese Ambassadors and the wife of President Jua-
rez were guests. i

The Registers of the District of Columbia have re-
corded 7,665 colored voters, and 7,047 white voters.

TLoNpos, May 8.—Great uneasiness prevails as to
the result of the coming Peace Conference. Earl Der-
by says no plan for the settlement of the Luxembourg
affair is yet fixed,

Extraordinary precautions are being taken against
riots at the Reform meeting on Monday. In the
House the Government was beaten by 81 majority on
the Reform bill. The Goverament had issued a
warning against the Reform demonstration in Hyde
Park on Monday, but finally deciined to interfere be-
yond swearing in special constables to preserve the
peace. 'The Derby Government has accepted the
amendment to the Reform bill carried last night by
the Liberals.
