New York, May 23.—The Richmond Whig 
says crops in Virginia are better than for 
years.

A Galveston dispatch says Gen. Griffin lias 
prohibited the collection of taxes levied during 
the war; that Judge Reeves has decided ne­
groes cannot testify as witnesses on the trial of 
whites ; and the sheriff of Victoria county has 
refused to take legal tenders for taxes.

Fannie Hatch has been held for trial in 
Springfield, Mass., for severely punishing a 
pupil.

A great Temperance meeting was held in 
Boston last evening, at which Senator Wilson 
presided.

Specials from Buffalo contradict the rumors 
of Fenian preparations there for the invasion off 
Canada.

The eight hour system has been generally 
abandoned and workmen have returned to the 
ten hour system throughout the country.

McCool of St. Louis has backed outirom his 
agreement to fight Aaron Jones.

An Omaha dispatch says the Missouri is 
rapidly rising, and great destruction of property 
is feared.

New York, May 29.—In the match between 
Dexter and lady Thorne, for $10,000, Dexter 
won, distancing the mare in the second heat. 
Time, 2:22.

The Fenian President Roberts will sail for 
Europe, June 1st.

The Japanese Commissioners have bought 
the ram Stonewall. Price, $400,000.

France has bought the iron-clad Miantono 
raah for $J,000,000.

Eastern capitalists propose to complete the 
railroad from St. Joseph to Council Bluffs, by 
January 1st, if St. Jo. contributes $300,000.

A dispatch from Fort Smith, May 28th, says 
2000 hostile Indians are moving against Fort 
Belknap, on the Santa Fe trail, and 3000 more 
are threatening Fort Arbuckle.

London dispatches say the House of Com­
mons have agreed upon the household suffrage 
bill, giving all occupants of £ 1 2  lands or tene­
ments a vote.

The commutation of the death sentences of 
the Fenian leaders to imprisonment for life, 
was the result of numerously signed petitions 
all over the kingdom ; of the intercession of. 
Cardinal Cullen ; of a deputation of members 
of the Commons, with the Mayor of Dublin at 
their head; and public meetings in Birming­
ham and other places, for the purpose. The 
result was received with loud cheering in. both 
Houses of Parliament.

TIMES IN TENNESSEE..

W e give below an extract copied from» a Tet­
ter of May 5tli, sent to« a gentleman in this city 
from his-brother in Memphis, Tenn. It  reveals 
a feature-ofi suffering in that State among the 
old residents and best citizens, which the pub­
lic journals do not impart. The writer says : 

The Southern country is ruined, by the curse 
of Radical rule, and I can see no end of it—ex­
cepting; through another revolution—which, 
alone, w ill check the Radicals in their mad ca­
reen-after power and plunder.
