Griddles.

The legislature has opened the "re 
form” session by another scandal about 
public printing A bested discussion 
arose over the consideration of bids and 
the reform members, were frank enough 
to state ou thç floor during the debate 
that the main object of giving out the 
printing was to build up newspapers that 
had aided to party victory. The lowest 
bid was rejected and the printing given 
to a party organ to enable it-to continue 
in its work of building ijp the party of 
reform at the expense of the taxpayers of 
stae. The discussion in the senate was 
baaed on a series of bids that were filed 
with both the house and the senate com­
mittees on printing.

In the house the printing was given 
out by the committee to the Capitol 
Printing company without reference to 
any other bids and without the character 
of the arrangement being reported to the 
house.

Grangkvillb, Jan. 21.—(Special cor­
respondence.)—Tbc people of Grange- 
ville were greatly surprised last Satur­
day wbeu thsy learned that there was pay­
ing quartz withiu three miles of town.
