Before i  entered the seraba I was 
not struck, but shortly afterward a 
bullet took off tbe toe of my left shoe 
without hitting my foot the shoe belnc 
a  else too big, for easy marching ana 
sleeping at night.

Creek, Galveston County, when bones 
were found In tbe earth removed. On 
examination of tbe contents of the 
steam shovel, skulls and human teeth 
were noticed, and further search led 
to the discovery of skeletons of whole 
families, together with Ivory beads and 
other objects of human handiwork.

Realising the valuable and scientific 
character of the discovery, a systemat­
ic search of the strata In the vicinity 
was made. Geologists say the whole 
section of the State was once covered 
by the Gulf of Mexico. The Idea at 
once came to Mr. Simmons that in far 
distant ages a tidal wave had occurred 
a t the time the gulf covered more of 
that pari of the country than at pres­
ent and that these bones were the re­
mains of the thousands of human be­
ings who had been drowned hi the 
overflow of the waters of the gulf. Hla 
theory was later upheld by leading sci­
entists.

In our 
general Ignorance of the housefly w» 
to  not know Juet how foolish and no- 
tccount the male ta, bnt we may rea­
sonably Infer that he Is as markedly 
deficient as usual, seeing that hte eyea 
are so close together that they touch 
each other. That’s always a  bad sign. 
If you see anybody with eyes dose to­
gether you are entitled to think Uttlo 
of hte Intelligence.

The fly has two sorts of eyoo, tho big 
compound one, 4,000 in a  bunch on 
each side of the head, tor knocking 
about in daylight, and there are slmplo 
eyes on the top of the head for use I* 
a poor light sewing and fine print. Be­
fore going into ecstasies of admiration 
over the creature that baa L0OO eyes on 
each side of Its head it might be well 
to remember that they are not of muck 
account Is  case of old Alee kept over 
winter the compound eyes cavt In and 
get broken, yet the fly seems to get 
along and find food.
