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To. Protect the PresMeat.
The commission for codifying 

the federal statntes has drafted a 
bill, which will be presented to 
congress, intended to secure 
larger measure of protection for 
the president of the United Shate*. 
This bill makes it a felony to 
threaten the life or person of the 
president and a capital crime to 
assault his person. In both 
instances the attack must be on 
account of the doing or failure to 
do something connected with his 
duties as president 

Much difficulty was experienced 
In dealing with the subject of a 
law to protect the president, owing 
to the fact that in order to bring 
the offense within the constitutional 
pale the crime must be more than 
against the person, the president, 
In the eye of the law at preseot, 
being no more sacred against as 
sault than the humblest citizen. 
Then the constitution gives the 
states power to punish crimes with 
in their jurisdiction, so that what 
ever law congress might pass, a 

te would still have jurisdiction 
s .. punish assaults upon thepresi 

dent la his private capacity. I t is 
inserted that if the motive of the 
crime Is in no way connected with 
Ids official fonctions, the federal 
government cannot step in between 

|g!v the state and the accused.
The purpose of the proposed 

law, says the Washington cor­
respondent of the New York Even 
lug Post, "is to define as crimes 
assault which are directed against 
the office of the chief executive, as 
distinguished from the occupant of 
the office. Of snch character have 
been all the assassinations of our 
presidents. No effort has been 
SMde to bring such assault under 
the head of treason, that crime be­
ing well defined by the constitution 
Moreover, the death penalty is im 
posed regardless of whether the 
president is killed or not.* 
Threats against the li e or person 
of the president, if the incentive is 
dissatisfaction with his official acta 
or policies, are made punishable 
by fine. The commission, it is 
said, has practically given over 
trying to frame, legislation aimed 
directly at anarchism. It is safe 
to say, however, that such legiala 
tiou will be proposed. Radical 
suggestions for dealing with an 
arch ism have been freely urged 
and will undoubtedly take form in 

- bills before congress. At the late 
' meeting of the board of governors 

of the National Association of 
Police Chiefs a memor al to con 
gieas was adopted asking that 
legislation be passed defining an 
ateby and making the duty of the 
police organizations plain in the 
matter of repressing anarchist 
demonstrations. The board also 
approved a bill, which will 
urged on congress, to empower the 
police to arrest anarchists. There 
will be propositions to exclude and 
to deport anarchists.

We can undoubtedly provide, as 
Senator Hoar recently said, some 
additional legal safeguards against 
the recurrence of such a terrible 
crime as that at Buffalo, but in 
doing this we must be careful not 
to abandon or sacrifice any of the 

• fundamental principles of republi­
can government. "W e cannot" 
said the Massachusetts senator,
‘ give up free speech or constitu­
tional liberty for fear of a Guiteau 
or oCsolgosz.”  Undoubtedly this 

the enlightened and 
judgment of the nation.

The Women Helped.

The success of the women in the 
recent. New York election proves 
that they can exert much sway 
even without voting. In the New 
York canvass the women took 
very active part. Of course they 
were against Tammany. They 
held meetings in many parts oi 
the city every day. Some of the 
most effective addresses delivered 
during that notably stirring cam 
paign were made by women 
Their best work was through the 
distribution of drculsrs through 
out the city showing the enormities 
of the licensed system of black 
mail, obscenity, corruption brigand­
age and general and particular in- 
dency f and atrocity which figures 
under the name of Tammany gov­
ernment. Nearly 700,000 circulars 
appealing to the people to strike 
down Tammany were distributed 
by women. They were active in 
every precinct of the city. To the 
moral influence of these women is 
largely due the magnificent victory 
won by the cause of morality and 
civilization in the country’s me 
tropolis.—Globe Democrat.

Lewiatons growth as a commet 
dal center is along sure and per 
minent lines, as the continued up­
building of the city shows. Any 
little journey into the world with 

comparison of towns and busi 
interests will leave the im­
