
Coal Land on the Clearwater.
Colfa x , N ov. 29.—E. M. Warner and 

Arthur Howe of Colfax have just return­
ed from a prospecting tour in the Clear­
water country in Idaho, where they lo­
cated 160 acres of coal land. Their loca 
tion is 12 milts from Orofino, on the 
Clearwater branch of the Northern Pacific 
ami they .are greatly elated over the 
prospect. Samples of the coal brought 
to Colfax and tested here give excellent 
results both In tests for fuel and for mak­
ing gas. Tests made along with the cele­
brated Rock Springs coal of Wyoming, 
show this to be superior, giving more gas 
to a given quantity of coal than the Rock 
Springs product. Messrs. Warner and 
Howe will have the property developed, 
and hope to have a valuable coal mine. 
They are now preparing to drive a tun­
nel on the vein, which lies in such a 
shape that it can be taken out with a tun­
nel and a shaft will not be necessary.

It lias long been known that coal ex­
isted in that vicinity, and Spokane par­
ties have located large bodies of coal 
laud, but strenuous efforts have been 
made to keep the matter secret and to 
discourage all prospectors in order that 
the land could all be located and con­
trolled by the otiginal discoverers. Oro- 
ti no is an old mining camp, which in 
pioneer days produced much valuable 
ore. It was deserted and mining aband­
oned, except on a small scale, until the 
discovery of coal, which promises to re­
vive the boom and establish a prosperous 
mining town in the Clearwater basin.

There is a special law for the location 
of coal lands, it being required that a 
certain amount of work be done and that 
the land be paid for at a certain price 
per acre. This land will cost $20 per 
acre, because it is within 15 miles of a 
completed railroad. Outside the 15 mile 
limit the price is but $10 per acre.
