A SAD ENDING.

A Fickle Woman's Romance Ends by
Death From Polson Self~-Administered—
A Social Beasation at the Nutlonal Capl-
tal Reoalled.

Wasmxgrox, April 14.—Mrs. Degrassie
Bulkley, danghter of Judge C. J. Hillyer.
died Wednesday night, at her father’s
residence, from the effects of poison,
taken with snleidal intent on the previous
day. B8he was taken very ill on Wednea-
day morning, and physicians were hastily
summoned. Every effort was made to
save her life, bul without avail., Miss
Bessls Hillver, who wns# engaged to be
married to W. L. Trenholm, son of the
Comptroler of the Currency, on February
8, was married on the 20th of last Decem-
ber to Degrassie Bulkley, m Baltimore.
The sensation that was cansed by the
elopement of the young coouple, acoom-
panied to Baltimore by Mr. Antonio
Nogueras, son of the Portuguese Minister,
is still distinctly remembered.

It was the talk of society for a week,
when a fresh impetus was given by the
filing of o Bbill for divoroe in the name of
Bessie Hillyer Bulkley, asking that the
marringe be declared void, alleging that
undue influence waa used to effect it, and
that Mr. Bulkley was under age at the
time.

To this there came a number of denials.
Mr. Nogueras stated that Miss Hillyer
seemed to be acting of her free will, and
Reav. Mr. Ferguson, the Baltimore olergy-

man who performed the marriage,
sajd that he failed to see any
constraint in  her actions. The
county clerk in Baltimore said that

young Mr. Bulkley had declared ho was
of age. Mra. Bulkley had returned to the
residence of her father after her mar-
riage, and remained there until December
80. On that day o conference was held at
the offico of H. C, Cady, in this eity, at
which young Mrs. Bulkley appeared, ac-
companied by SBenator Stewsrt, a friend
of the family, snd young Bulkley. Then
ths ocase wns finally laid before her for
decizion. It was shown how her father
was opposed to the marriage, but she was
told to take her cholce of husbands.

TRIBUTE TO JUSTICE.

Elogquent and Well-Timed Words of Gen-
eral John B. Hepnderson in the Supremse
Tourt of the United States.

WasninGTOoN, April 13,—General John
B. Henderszon, of Bt. Louis, concluded a
legal argument before the 8upreme Court
of the United States one day this week
with o tributs which has oceasioned not a
little favorable comment. It was atribute
particularly appropriste at this time, and
is deserving of wider circulation than the
utterances in the court-room gave ‘it.

TALMAGE’'S SERMON.

A Homily on the Pernicions Habit of
* Profane Speaking,

Bilasphemy and Profamity and How It
Originated mnd How it Grows—ii-
vine Punishments—How the Habig
May be Overcome.

Rev. T. DaWitt Talmage took .or the
subject of & recent sermon at the Brook-
Iyn Tabernacle the habit of cursing and
swearing. His text was:

Bo went Batan forth from the presenco of the
Lord, and smots Job with soro boils from the
sole of his foot notn the crown. And he took
him a potsherd to scrape himself withal; sand
ho aat down among the ashes, Then sald his
wife unto him: Dosi thoua still retain thine In-
tegrity?! Curse God and die.—Book of Job, L.,
7. 8end 9,

A story Oriental and marvalous. Job was
the richest man in all the East. He had
camals and oxen and asses and sheep,and,
what wounld have made him rich without
any thing else, seven scns and three
dsughters. It was the habit of thess chil-
dren to gather together for family reunion.
One day Job ia thinking of his children aa
gathered together atsa banquet at the
elder brother's house.

While the old man is seated at his tent
door he sees some one runuing, evidently,
from his mauner, bringing bad news.
What is the matter now? *“Obh,” says the
messenger “a foraging party of Sabeans
have fallen upon the oxen and the asses
and destroyed them, sand butchered all
the pervants sxcept myself.,”

Stand aside. Another messenger run-
ning. What is the matter now.

“Oh,” says the man, ‘‘the lightning has
struck the sheep nnd the shepherds, and
all the shepherds are destroyed except
myself.” Btand aside. Another messen-
ger running. What is fhe matter now?

“0h,” he says, ‘‘the Chaldeans have
captured the camels, and slain all the
camel drivers, except mysell.” Biand
aside. Another messenger running.
What is the matter now?

“0Oh,” he says, “a hurrioane struck the
four corners of the tent where your chil-
dren were assembled at the banquet, and
they are all dead.”

But the chapter of calamity has not
ended. Job was smitten with elephanti-
asis, or black leprogy. Tumors from head
to foot, forahsad ridged with tubercles,eye-
lashes fall out, nostrils excorinted, voice
destroyed, intolerable axhalations from
the entire body, until, with none to dress
his sores, he sits dewn in the ashes with
nothing but pleces of pottery to use in the
surgery of his wonnds, At this moment,
when he nesded all encouragement, and
ail consolstion, his wife tomes in, in a
fret and a rage, and says:

“This is intolerable. Our property gone,
our ohildren slain, and now you covered
up with this loathsome and disgusting dis-
ease. Why don’t yon swear? Curse God,
and die!"

Ah, Job Imew right well that swearing
would not cure one of the tumors of his
agonized body, would not bring back one
of his destroyed camels, would not res
store one of his dead children. He Enew
that profanity would only make the pain
more unbearable, and the poverty more
distressing, and the bereavement more
excruciating. Baut, judging from the pro-
fanity abroad in our day, you might come
to the conclusion that there was some
great advantage to be reaped from pro-
fanity.

There are times whon we must ery out
to the Lord by reason of our physical
agony or our mental distress, and that is
only throwing out otir wesak hand tosurd
the strong arm of a father. 1t wasnopro-
fanity when James A. Garfield, shotin the
Washington depot, oried cut: “My God,
what does this mesan?"” There is no pro-
fanity in calling ont upon God in the day
of troubles, in the day of darkness, in the
day of physical anguish, inths day of be-
reavement; but I am speakiog now of ‘he
triviality and of the recklessness with
which the name of God is sometimes man-
aged. The whole land {s cursed with it,

The habit grows in the community in the
fact that young people think it manly to
swear, Little children, hurdlvuble to walk
straight on the street, yot have enough
distinetness of uttérance ta let you know
that they are damning their own souls, or
damning the souls of others. It is an
awful JLiing the first time the Iittle foet are
lifted to bave them sct down on the burn-
ing pavement of hell!

Betwean sixteon and twenty years of
age there is apt to come a time when s
young man is as much ashaumed of not
being able to swonr gracefully as he is of
the disziness of his first cigar. He has Lis
hat, his boot, and his cont of the right pat-
tern, and now, if he can only swear with-
out awkwardness, and as well as his com-
rades, he belleves he is in the fashion
There ars young men who walk inan at-
mosphers of imprecation—oaths on their
lips, nnder their tongues, nesting in their
shock of hair. They abstain from it in
the slegant drawing-room, but the stroot
and the club-house ring with their profan-
ities. They have no regard for God, al-

though they have great respect for tho
ladies! My young brother, there i% 1o
muanliness in that. The most ungentle-

manly thing a man can do is to sWenr.

Fathers foster this great crime. Thare
are parents who are very cantions not to
swear in the presence of thelr children;
in a moment of sudden anger they look
around to see if the children are present
when they indulge in this habit. Do you
not know, O father, that your child is
aware of the fact that you swewr? He
overheard you in the next room, or gsomse
one has informed him of your habit, He
Is practicing now, In ten years he will
Fwear as well ad you do. Do not, O father,
be under the delusion that you may swear
and your son not know it. It is an awful
thing to start the habit in a family-—ihe
father to be profane, aud then to have the
ocho of his example come huck frum other
generations, so that gensralions witer
generntions curse the Lord.
