Practioal Religion a Grand Sedative, Con-
ducing to Ponce of Mind and Happl-
ness In Life and Tending to
Its FProlongation.

The subject of a recent sermon by Rev.
T. DeWitt Talmage at the Brookiyn
Tabernacle was: “‘Does Religion Prolong
Life?" In answering the query, Mr. Tal-
mage took for his text:

With long life will I satisfy him —Psalms,
xol, 18.

It is high time
that this thing were changed, and that
religion, instead of being represented as
a hearses to carry out the dead, should be
represented ns s chariot in which the liv-
ing are to triumph,

Raligion, so far from subtracting from
one’s vunity, 1s a glorious addition. It is
sanative, curntive, hygenic. It is good
for the eyes, good for the enars, good for
the spleen, good for the digesiion, good
for the nerves, good for the muscles.
When Imvid, in nnother part of Psalms,
prays that religion may e dominant, he
doos not syenk of jt ns n mild sickness,
or an emaciation, or an sttack of moral
and spiritual cramp; he speaka of it as
“the saving health of all nations:” while
God, in the text, promises longevity to
the plous, saying: “*With long life will I
patisfy him.”

The fact {s that men and women die too
soon. 1t is high time that religion joined
the hand of moedical seienee in attempting
to improve human longevity. Adam lived

nine hundred aod thirty vears. Methuse-
Inh lived nine hundred sand sixty-nine
years. As late in the history of the world

ns Vespasian there were at ono time in
his Empire forty-five poople one handrad
and thirty-five years old. So far down as
the sixteenth century, Peter Zartaon died
nt one hundred and eighty-five years of
age. I do pot say that religion will ever
takes the race back to antedilavian long-
evity, but I do say the length of human
life will be greatly improved.

It is sald in Isalal: “The child shall die
s bhundred years old.” Now, if according
to Scripture the child is to be n hundred
years old, muy not the men and women
reach to three hundred, nnd four hundred
and ive hundred? The fact is that we are
mere dwarfs and skeletons compared with
some of the generations that are to come.
Tuke the African race. They have been
under bomdnge for centuries. Give them
a chance wnd they develop a Frederick
Duuglass or a Toussaint L'Overture,
Aund if the white race shall be brought
from under the serfidom of sin, what shall
be the body? what shall be the soul?
Religion has only just touched our world.
Give it full power for a fow centuries and
who con toll what will be the strength of
muv and the beauty of women, and the
longevity of all?

My design is to show that practiosl re-
ligion is the friend of long life. I prove
it, first, from the fact that it makes the
care of our health a positive Christian
duty. Whether we shall keep early or
late hours, whether we shall take food
digestible or indigestible, whether thero
shnll be thorough or incomplote mastica-
tion, are questions very often deferred to
the realm of whimsieality; but the Chris-

tinn man lifts this whole problem of
health into  the accountable and the
Divine, He says: “God has given me

this body, nnd He has oalled it thie templs
of the Holy Ghost, and to deface its altars
or mar its wanlls or erumble its pillars is
& God-defying sacrilege.”

He sees God's ealigraphy in every page
—unutomical and physiological. He says:
“Fod has given mo a wonderful body for
noirde purposes.™

That arm with thirty-two curlons bones
wielded by forty-six eurious muscles, and
all under the brain's telegraphy; three
bundred and fifty pounds of blood rush-
ing through the heart every hour, the
honrt in twenty-four hours beating one
hundred thounsand times, during the twan-
ty-four hours overcoming resistnuces
asmnonnting to two hundred and twentys
four million pounds of weight, during the
same thme the lnngs taking in fifty-seven
hogsheads of mar, and all this mechanism
not more mighty than deliocate and oasily
disturbed and demolished.

The Christing man says to himself:

UI1f 1 hart my nerves, if I burt my
brain, if I hurt aay of my physical facul-
ties, I insult God and oall for dire retri-
bution.™

Why did God tall the Leviies not to
offer to Him in sporifice noimals imper-
foct and disensed? He meant to tell us in
all the nges that wa are to offer to God
our very best physical condition, and a
mwnan who, through frregalar or gluttonous
entirg, ruins his health, is not offering to
God such asacrifice. Why did Paul write
for his clonk at Troas? Why should such
6 great man as Paal be anxious about a
thing so insigniticant as au overcoat? It
was beonuse he knew that with pnegmonia
and rheamatiam he would not be worth
half ns muoh to God and the Chorch ns
with respiration ensy and foot free.

Just a8 long as you defer this whole
subject of physical health to the realm of
whimsicality or to the pastry coak, or to
thi# butcher or to the baker, or to tha
apothecary, or to the elothisr, you are not
ncting like a Christian,. Take care of all
your physieal forces—nervons, musonlar,
boue, brain, cellular tissue—for all you
must be brought to judgment.

Smoking vour nervous system into
fidgets, burning out the coating of your
stomnoh with wine, log-wooded and
strychnined, walking with thin shoes to
make your feet Jook delicats, pinched at
the waist until you are nigh out in two,
and paither part worth any thing, groan-
ing about sick headache and palpitation
of the heart, which you think came from
God, when they came from your own
folly.

What right has any mwan or woman to
defnes the temple of the Holy Ghost?

What (s the ear? Why, it 1is the
whispering galley of the human
soul. What is the eye? It Is the
observatory God constructed, its tel-

escope sweeping the heavens. What is
tue hand? An instrument so wonderful
that when the Ear! of Bridgewster be-
gurathed io his will forty thousand dollars
for trestises to be written on the wis-
power and goodness of God, Sir
‘harles Bell, the great Eoglish anatomist
aud surgeon, found his greatest illustra--
tion in the coustruction of the human
hand, devoting his whole book to that
subjeot. Bo wonderful are these bodies
that God names his own atiribates after
different parts ot them. His omnisclencs
—1t! is God's eye. His omaipresence
—Ii1 s God's ear, His omnipotence—It is
1's arm. The upholstery of the mid-
night heavens—it {a the work of God's
fingers. His life-giving power—it is the
breath of the Almighty, His dominion—
“The government shall be upon his
sanulder.” A body so divinely honored
aud so divinaly constructed—Ilet us be
careful not to abuse it.

When it becomes a Christian duty to
tage care of our Irealth, ia not the whole
tendeney toward longevity? If 1 toss my
walch about recklessly and drop it on the
pavement and wind it up any time of day
or night I happen to think of it, and often
let it run down, while you sre careful
with yoor watch and wever abuse it, and
wind it up just at the same hour every
pizrht and put it in a place where it will
not suffer from the viclent changes of at-
mosphere, whick wateh will last the
longer? Common &sonss suswers. Now,
the human body is God's watch. You sea
th« hands of the watch, yon see the fage
of the watoh, but the beating of the heart
is the ticking of the watch. Oh, be care-
tul and do not let it run dowal

Again: Iremark that practieal religion
is a friend of lopgevity in the fact that it
is a protest against dissipations which in-
jure and destroy the health. Bad men and
women live a very short life, Their sins
kill them. 1 know hundreds of good old
men, but I do not know half a dozen bad
old men. Why? They do mnot get old.
Lord Byron disd at Missolonghi at thirty-
six years of age, himself his own Mazep-
P, his unbridled passions the horse that
dashed with him into the desert. Edgar
A. Poe died at Baltimore at thirty-eight
vears of age. The black raven that
alighted on the bust abbve his chamber-
door was delirinm tremens—
Only this and nothing more.

Napoleon Bonaparte lived only just be-
yond mid-life, and died at St. Helena, and
one of his dootors sald that his disease
was induced by excessive snuffing. The
hero of Austerlitz, the man who, by one
step of his foot in the center of Europe,
ghook the earth, killed by asnuff-box.
Oh, how many people we have known who
have not lived out half their days because
of their dissipations and indulgences!
Now practical religion is a protest against
all dissipation of any kind.

“But,” you say, “professors of religion
heve fallen, professors of religion have
got drunk, professors of religion have
misappropriated trust funds, professors
religion have absconded.”™ Yes, but they
threw away their religion before they did
their morality, If n man on a White Star
Line steamer bound for Liverpool in mid-
Atlantic jumps overboard and is drowned,
is that any thing against the White Btar
Line's capacity to take the man ncross the
ocean? And if a man jompsover the gun-
wale of his religion and goes down never
to rise, is that any reason for your believ-
ing that religion has no capacity to take
the man clear through? In the one case if
he had kept to the steamer his body wonld
have been saved; in the other case if he
had kept to his religion his vmorals would
have beon saved.

There are aged peopla who would have
been dead twenty-five years ago but for
the defonses and equipoise of religion.
You have no more natural resistance than
hundreds of people who lie in the ceme-
teries to-day, slain by thelr own vices.
The doctors mudae their case as kind and
pleasant ns they could, and it was c¢alled
congestion of tho brain, or something
else, but the snakes and the Lluo flies that
seemed to crawl over the pillow in the
sight of the dalirious patientshowed what
was the matter with him. Yon. the aged
Christian man, walked along by that un-
happy one until you came to the golden
pillar of a Christian Hre. You went to
the right; he went to the left. That is all
the difference between you. Oh, if this
religion is a protest against all forms of
dissipstion, then it is an illustrions friend
of lonpeavity. *With long life will I sat-
isfy him.”

Again, religion is a friend of longevity
fu the fact that it takes the worry out of
onr temporalities. It i3 not work that
kills meny it is worry.,. When a man be-
comes n genuine Christian he makes over
to God not only his affections, bnt his
family, his business, his reputation, his
body, his mind, his soul—every thing.
Industrious he will be, but never worry-
ing, becans=e God is moansging his affairz,
How ean hie worry abont business, when
in answer to his prayers God tells him
when to buy and when to sell; and if he
gain that is best, and if he lose’that is
ba=zt?

Suppose you had a supernatural nelgh-
bor who came in and said:

“Sir, I want you to oall on me in every
exigonoy; I um your fast friemd;: I could
fnll bacok on £20,000,000: 1 can foresece a
panie $en years; I hold the controling
gtock in thirty of the best monetary insti-
tutionsof New York; whoaover you are in
trouble ¢all on me and I will help you;
you can have my money and you can have
my influence; here is my hand in pledge
for it.”

How much would you worry about busi-
nerss? Why, you would say:

41711 do the best I ean, and then 1711
depend on my friend's generosity for the
rest.’”

Now, more than that is promised to
every Christian business man. God says
to him:

“1 own New York, and London, and St.
Petersbarg, and Pekin, and Australin and
California are mine; 1 can foresee a
panic a million years; 1 have all the re-
sources of the uuniverse, and 1 am your
fast friond; when you get in business
troubls, or any other trouble, call on me
and I will help; hera is my hand in pledge
of omnipotent deliveranoe”

How mueh should that man worry? Not
much. What lion will dore to put his
paw on that Daniel? T+ there not rest in
this? Is there not an eternal vacation in
this?

“Oh,"” yon say, “here is a man who
asked God for n blessing in / cortain en-
terprise, and he lost fiv'. thousand dollars
init. Explnin that.” I will. Yonder ia
A factory, and one wheel Is going north
and the other whee!l is going south, and
ono wheal plays vertieally. I go to the
manufacturer and 1 spy: ““Oh, manufact-
urer, your machinery is a contradiction.
Why do you aot make all the wheels go
one way!"

“"'Well,” he gaild, "I made them go In
opposite directions ou purpose, and they
produes the right result. Yon go downe-
stiuirs and examine the (wrpels we are
turning out in this establishment and you
will sse.” 1 po down on the other floor
and I see the carpets, and I am obliged to
confess that though the wheels in that
factory go in opposite directions, they
turn out o beantiful result; and while 1
am standing thers looking at the exquis-
ite fabric an old Scripture passage
comes into my mind: *“All things work
togoether for good to them who love God.”
Iz there not rest In that? Is there n ot
topicin that? Is thers not longevity in
that?

Suppose n man is all the time worried
ahout his reputstion? One man says he
lies, another says he I8 stupid, another
says he is dishonest and balf a dozen
printing establishments attack him, and
he iz in o gren’ state of excitement and
worry and fume, and oan not sleep, but
religion comes to him and says: **Man,
God is on your side: He will take care of
your reputation; if God be for yon, who
oan be against you®”’ How mnch should
that man worry about his reputation?
