. SIMPLY APPALLING.

Deluge in the Conemaugh an Kis-
kiminetas Valleys in
Pennsylvania.

Towns Swept Away and the People
Husried to Death on the Breast
ol the Dreadful Rush
of Waters.

A Tale of Death and Destractlon that
Bislkes One Stand Agha«t in Cou-
toempliating JIta Fearful
Magultude.

Johnstown, Pa., Washed Away by a Flood.

PrrrsgvegH, Pa, June 1.—A Greens-
burg (Pa.) special to the Times says:
Ths banks of the Conemaugh river are
overflowed for miles, and the whole coun-
try is deluged with water. The FPennsyl-
vania railrond all along the river from
Johnstown to New Florence is washed
away, and travel is entirely suspended.
Al Sang Hollow, the operator in one ef
the railroad towers connted eighty-seven
dead bodiea floating down the river on
the driftwood., The river rose so rapidly
thnt all the operators in the towers be-
tween Sang Hollow and Naw Florence
bhad to flee for their lives. Ths bridges
at New Florence, on the Penusylvaula
railrond, and Cokstown., on the West
Pennsylvania, were ecorried away,
Houses, furniture, ete,, are being carrisd
down the river. The latest report is that
Jolnstown is entirely submerged, and
the roofs of but two housos are visible,
while it is still raluing and the river ris-
ing atavery rapid rate. The cause of
the flood i3 attributed to the bursting of

n water-spout and the breaking of the
Sonth Fork reservoir which covers an

aren of one square mile and has had
twenty feet of watar in it.

The latest mews is that Johnstown is
nowW gone.

Destruction and Loss of §ife Along the
Hiakiminetas.

Prrreauned, Pa,, June L—Reports from
along the Kiskiminetas river, into which
the Conemaugh empties, ars moat dis-
tregsing. The river near Baltsburg is
filled with wreokage, and a number of
persons were mnoticed eolinging to such
timbers as would bear their weight.

Al Blairsville men are stationed on the
bridges and banks in the hope of rescu-
ing some of thoss who are being carried
down the stream. The volume of water
The iron bridge con-
necting Blairsville with Blairsville Intar-
section has been earried away, nnd with
it a train of heavily-loaded cars standing
upon the bridge to hold it in place. This
was the largest and strongest bridge on
the West Ponnsylvania road. It is
thounght that all of the West Pennsyl-
vanin railroad bridges will ahare a sim-
ilar fate,

All of the towns in the Kiskiminetas
valley are expected to be submerged.
Among them are Livermore, Baltsburg,
Apollo, Leechburg snd Avenmore, hay-
ing populations of from eight to ten thou-
sand each. The inhabitants along the
river have been warned, but ars almost
pani¢-stricken at the idea of their great
loss of property, which is inavitable.

Later reports from Cokatown are to ths
effect that the entire town is submerged,
and a number of lives have been lost at
that place.

Fiftron Hundred Lives Loat In the Val-
les of the Conemaungh.
Borivan, Pa.,, June 1.—The water is
bigher here than was ever known, and
two-story houses, barns, stables, whole
forests of trees, ont-houses, smoke-
houses, railroad bridges, county bridges,

rafts, inverted skiffs and driftwood by the

score, from all of which imploring hands
were held out to those on the banks, wills
ing, but impotent to help, have floated
down the swollen torrent of the Cone-
maugh, Information recsived is meager,
but for the most part accurate.

At Lockport, two miles east, more than
twenty peopls have been taken from the
flood. The first great rush of water
resnched here at seven o'clock last even-
ing. This cams from the buorsted dam
nbove Johnstown. It came like a frenzied
whirlpool, and before the people ecould
realize it they were (o its grasp. Fortun-
ately, the paopla living on the low-lying
ground escaped. At halt-past saven
o’clock a great pile of drift wood was
swept slong, nod from it shriek unpon
shriek for “help, help for God's sake,”
oame. The horrified spectators on the
shore saw three women, tooans of whom
were clinging two children, neither of
whom was apparently more than an in-
fant. The rapidity of the current and the
position of the raft on the stream, to-
gether with the lack of facilitiea for res-
culng, precluded the possibility of even
thinking of " the mnatter, and the raft
passed out of sight, the screams of the
women and children blending in their
pleadings for aid long after the raft was
around ths bend.

The stream then became thickly strewn
with men, women nnd children, clinging
to all sorts of temporary means of salva-
tiop, and two men and o woman clung
madly to the tops of huge trees, the men
emulating the femnles in their shrieks for
kelp that it was not possible to give.

Just at dark a lad was noticed clinging
to a log. James Curry secured a long
line and ran to the river bank. The nooss
of the lasso fell over the boy's neck-and
shoulders, and a moment later the
drenced, poverty-stricken little fellow
was hauled to the bank. He was soon re-
stored, and stated that his name was Ed-
ward Harsten, thirteen years of age. He
had lived with his father and grandfsther
and mother ifa Cambria City, a part of
Johnstown. At four o'clock their home
hed been eaught In the volumae of water
let loose Dby the bursting of the dam.
They had all climbed upon a mass of
driftwood, and were carried nlong. Their
raft went to pieces against a bridge pler,
and he had not seen his relatives since,
but thought they were downed.

A man rescucd in the river here who
was swept away from Johnstown says
positively that no less than fifteen hun-
dred lives are probally lost in the valley
of the Conemaugh. This point is twenty
miles below Johustown, aand the work of
rescuing men, women and children
sweeping down the river has been stead-
ily forwarded all night.

Mr. Rhoades, ageunt at Blairaville In-
tersection, saw a woman floating by on
the roof of a house. With arms out-
stretched, she called in the most piteous
tones to save her. " 40h, my Godl' she
eried, *save, save, save me:” I canght the
name of Lucy above the roar of the food.
Just ahead of the houss we could plainly
ses a ceradie floating with a babe in it
The child soemed to bes aleeping, but more
than likely was dead.”

A little after two o'clock an engineer of
the Penusylvania railroad saw three men
drown at the railroad bridge in Johns-
town. At that time the water was fully
fifty fest doep.

Graphie Story of the Disaster.

J. Herron,
sclicitor for the Times, left Johnstown at
two o'clock yesterday afterncon and has
just arrived in this city.

The sceneos of rescue were most thrill-
ing. dJoseph Rosa, a teamster, had
in charge a pair of mules He
mounted Ihnm to nid some pesople.
The mule into an excavation carry-
ing Ross it and e was drowned.

When I it looked as if one thousand

people were homeless, They were gath-
ered on the mountain sides looking sadly
at their homes buried in ths water. The
Cambria Iron-works were floodad, throw-
ing two thousand men out of employment,
bresides sntailing a vast amount ef dam-
age to the mill. The sweeping ewsy of
four or five large bridges added
greatly to the horror of ths scenea,
Twelve earloads of iron were run out
onto the Cambria bridge in an attempt to
save that structure. The waters gath-
ered strength, and swept bridges, oars
and fron sway as if they were straws,
But ons bridge remains, aand it is badly
damaged. Lumber was swapt down with
the vast quantities. It is esti-
mate oné millilon or more fesl
passed through the town yesterday morn-
ing. The railroad depots wers throaged
with victims of the flood, who were res-
cued in skiffs. Piano boxas and rafis
ware used for this purpose. All the
trains on the Pennsylvania-and Baltimore
& Ohio rallroada are discontinned, the
tracks being submerged for miles.

At two o'clock the water was still ris-
ing, and the people were panlic-stricken.
There is no doubt bat that the loss of life
will be heavy. Three citizens of Pitts-
burgh are known to have been drowned.
They occupied a house just below the
dam, a short distance above Johnstown.
They wereé Thomas Fallon, James Tight
and a telegraph opesrator, nameunknown.

Terrible Loines.

Prrrssvran, Pa., June 1.—W. N. Hayes,
supervisor of the station of the Peunsyl-
vania railread covered by the flood, tele-
graphed at ten o'clock last might to Bn-
perintendent Pitcairn as follows: “The
destruction is terrible. The dump at
Johnstown is gone between the bridge
and tower, West of Johnstown at soms
points the tracks are entirely carried
away, and road-bed gons. The river for
three-quarters of a mile above the bridge
iz filled with bulldings and driftwood,
forty feet high, and is on fire burning
furiously, and is sntirely beyond control.
I can not estimata the awmount of damage.
I walked over last night from Johnstown
to Bang Hollow (four miles). Johustown
is literally wiped out.

Buperintendont Piteairn, who is at New
Florence, sixty-five miles east of Pitts-
burgh, tedegraphs that over ons hundrad
men, women and children passed Sang
Hollow clinging to debris, Beven were
rescued at Saug Hollow, two at Cone-
maugh Fuarnaoce and two at New Flor-
ence. Only forty-seven of ths one hun-
dred and over passed New ¥ lorence. The
loss of lifa and property wiil be terrible.

Like a Tidal Wave.

Brappook, Pa., Juans 1.—Telegraph
wiras are down or unworkable twelve
miles from Johnstown. News received
here by the Pennsylvania railroad offl-
cials corroborates the siatements that
Johunstown {8 nearly wiped out. The sig-
nal tower people at Band Pillow state
that up to eight o'clock they had couunted
119 persons fleating past on wreckage,
some alive and some dead. They res-
cned a boy, name unknown, who said he
and his father, mothier, brother and two
glsters were swept away with thelr house.
He was washed off from the building,
bnt the others wers in it when it was car-
ried over the new stonerailroad bridgs at
Johaustown., The house went to pileces
then, nnd he thinks all were drowned.

The alarm of danger seems to have
reached Johnstown sbout 1 p. m. The
railroad officials at once began ocarrying
people out of town, somes on regular
tralns, others on hastily-improvised spe-
clals. Buperintendent Piteairn hap-
pened to be in the vicinity and took
charge of the work. The water finally
came down lke a tidal wave, eweeping
everything before it.

WiLLr aMsronT, Pa., May 81.--The big-
gest flood since the memorsble one of
1865 is npow in progress on the wesi
branch of the Susquehanna river. Much
damage is raported from points north of
here, but communieation of all kinds is
interfered with., Land-slides are report-
ed all along the Pennsylvania road north
of here,

At Clearfield the water is rising at the
rate of one and a half fest par hour. A
half-dozen bridges have been swept
away and the streets of tho town are
overflowed.

FPsople livingon Hilton
street were compeled to move their of-
fects to the upper stories. The tracks of
the Buffalo, Rochester & Fittsburgh rail-
way are flooded with a foot and a half of
water, and all trains south have been
abandoned.

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A NOTED ALLIGATOR.

He Rather Enjoys Belng Shot at snd s
Alwayrs on Hand.

Bob of Dunn's creek is the best-
Enown to river men and tourists of
any alligator in Florida. He Is one of
the lurgest saurians in the State, being
fourteen feet six inches in length,
while the largest alligator on the St
John's river of which any réliable ac-
count can be had is but sixteen feet in
length. Dunn's creek, Bob's home, i3
one of the most beautifnl of Florida
streams. It is twenty-two miles in
length and it is very deep, baing the
outlet from Crescent laka into St
John's river. It is a very crooked
stream, and i{s so narrow that in
places the boat will scrape the banks,
It is lined with evergreens. which
meot overhead, forming a leafy hower
that is delightful to the lover of the
picturesque. The windings are very
abrupt at times and the navigation is
exceedingly difficnlt. The steamer
Georgia, Captain Bright commanding,
is the only boat now plying In [t
waters. In oneof the shortest of the
many bends in Dunn’s creek Bob has
had his home for many years, always
lying on the same log, and so olose Lo

the log that  the passengeors
can reach him with an oar
Alligators usually beceme [right-
ened and roll off from the logs

into the water at the approach of a
boat, but Bob is used to it and ap-
pears to wait for the boat to come.
Every day for ten years he has been
seen on the same log, and as the boat
aspproaches he slightly turns his head,
as though he were waiting for the
passengers to begin to shoot at him,
which they invariably do. After he
is tired of this amusement he dives
into the waler, to again reappear when
the boat returns. He has been shot
every day during the last decade, but
he never tires of it, and noone has
ever succesded in hitting him in a
vulnerable place. He seems to under-
stand that he is there to act as a tar-
get for the marksmen and throws his
throat closs against the log and turns
his head so that the bullets ecan not
strike his eyes. He then knows that
he israfe. The log on which Bob suns
himself has beec measured a number
of times, and his length is thevefore
well koown. During the ten years
since he first begun to become faumous
he has grown two feet

Captain Bright stated that he be-
lisved the pilot would miss his loea-
tion if Bob was Lo die. He is acertain
landmark, and passeilgers who are ac-
qualnted with the stream will ask
““How many miles are we from Dob?"
in order to ascertain their where-
abouts.

The log upon which he lies has be-
come known as Bob's log, and some
facetious passengers have made up
petitions to have a post-office establish-
ed there and Bob appointed as post-
master, giving him as a surname that
of the man after whom the creek was
called. Several petitions, it ls sald,
have been preopared, but so far a=
heard from none have been presented
to the department; but if “‘Bob’s Land-
ing, Bob Dunn, postmaster,™ is ever
put in the “Postal Guide" it can be
known that no one lives there and the
postmaster is a huge 'gator.

Bob's home is the half-way point be-
tween Crescent lake and St John's
river, and visitors to Florida should

not fail to see him. Captain Bright
states that if they ever rum short of
ammunition they will cateh Bob and

take the bullets out of his back, where
enough to stock a small store must be
imbedded. Bob Is not a myth. He
can be seen by any passenger who will
goup Dunn's creek, and hundreds of
tourists will testify as to his existence
and charascteristics.—Cor.

One of the Oldest and Most Autocratic of
Ameoriean Combinations.

The coffin trust is one of the oldest
of the obnoxious combinations of cap-
itaiists for the mdvancement of prices
in their wared, and is also one of the
strongest.  In fact, every attempt dur-
ing the past few years to get into tho
business without first knuckling down
w the trust has proven & failure. The
only undertuker in Chicago who bas
succeeded in continuing in the busi-
ness without paying tribute to tho
trust is one who does his own manus
facturing and fnishing, When tho
trust was first formed it consisted only
of a combination of firms manulaectur-
ing and dealing in the bent wood

oply used in manufscturing coflins,
Yonr after year the (rust has
been gradually enlarged until
it now includes the  hardware,

cloth, metalic and in fact every thing,
and the manufacturers refuse to sall
any unfinished coffins. The combina-
tion is-mow 80 strong that any firm at-

tempting t0 ongoge in the buslaes

without first dopositing n forfeit .nnd
signing the iron-clad agreement of (he
trust is at once boycotted, and munu-
facturers of the various nrticles used
in making and finishing n coffin are
prohibited from selling gooda to the
outside flrm on pain of being included
in the boycoil. From year o year, at
the annual meeting. of the trust, the
price of the various articles used has
been increased until st the present
time & coffin, when compleled, costs
fifty per cent. more than it did esight
years ago, and there seems W be no
roemedy for the evil. Ag least a num-
ber of the undertukers in Chicago who
wore talked with by o reporter claim
this to be 4 fuct. Ope of them sald:
“If I should buy a single article man-
ufactured outside of the trust, nnd the
fact became known, the terust would in
the future refuse to sell mo any goods.
Experiences of the past have proven
so conelusively that the trust haa
every thiong so completely in its own
hands it wouldn’t be safe for me to in-
cur Its displeasure by encouraging a
new outside enterprise. Not long ago
a company was organized in Indluna
to go into the coffin manufacturing
business, and a member of the firm
came to Chicago o look over the fleld.
They agreed to furnish coflins nearly
fifty per cent. cheaper than we ure at
present paying for them, but falled to
get sulllelont oncouragement to go on
with the enterprise, as evoery one ap-
peared afraid to deal with them, and
the enterprise was abandoned.
