Many dollars are wasted ev ery year
in stores of gum-camphor and of snufl
and shredded tobacco, by whose
strong, pungent and repellent odors
the enemies of our elothing are sup-
posed to be driven awasy, the good
housewife making a point of filling
pockets with tobacco and camphor,
and of laying bits of oloth sonked in
spirita of turpentine between the folds
of her treasures, almost every woman
having & different method of her own.
But the truth is that none of these
methods nre necessary and they owe
the reputation of their eMcacy solel \
to the care with which they are carried
out. It is that care, and only that
care, which expels the eggs hidden
away already in convenlent places,
and keeps out the mother moth so
that she can not be the menans of work-
ing further damage. A method of
keopfg furs and other articles unin-
jured, whieh is perfectly effectual, ls
one which requires no tobacco or
camphor or drug whatever; It s shinply
the ocunce of prevention. Let each
article be hung on the line out-doors,
sheken well and long, and then
whipped with a slendsr rod; this pro-
pess will expel every egg that has
been laid in its recossos. That done,
ist the article be immediately foldol
sway in several layers of news-
papers, or, indeed, ol any stont paper,
and the edge of the papers gummed
with starch or muecllage, so that the
mother moth can not find an entranes
to lay other and it cartain
that the gurments will be taken ont in
the fall entirely whole und
This of course presupposes that
wrapping has been
that the mother
no crevice through which to creep
nod deposit hor eggs therealier, nnd
that the eggs already Inid have
beaten ont af the clothes, 1! these
oggs have not been disposcd of, ull the
tobacco of America or cnmphor of Asin
will not hinder the worms hatohed
from eggs remalning in the clothes,
from eating till it is time for the
apif, and from riddling their shelter
with holes, it being always understood
that the little iying mother moth does
none of this eating and destroying,
har object belng only to deposit her
ogirs, and the worms hatched
these eggs—which after their

whipped out, then thers are cerininly
nona thera to hateh and work mis-
chief; and it the mother moth, which
somelimes seems to be the cunningist
nnd most contriving of created things,
cun hot get in in order to lay any more
oges, there will be no new 1ald,
und safety ia thus as well insured as If
one expended wnil the superlluous
change in the family in the purchnse
of tarred bags and malodorous drugs,
or paid insuranee money to the deal-
ers, whose only secretl of preservation
is, aftor all. the tuking of similar
paina, Nevertheless, in places where
thore are deslers who are willing to
take furs and insure them for u small
sum of money, réstoring them as good
in the fnll us when they took them, it
is n great ocomfort mnd saving of
rervous worry to place them in such
capable hands, knowing further
anxiety about them, and saroe of ve-
seiving them or their equivalent wll
right on the approach of culd weather,

Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage took for the
subject of a recent sermon in the Brook-
Iyn Tabernncle: *“Our Need of Cleans-
ing."” His text wos:

A Ring 3,600 Years Oid.

The Smithsonian Institution st
Washington has recsived a gift of
great antiguity from the Chinese Min-
ister.

maperative Than it Has Been.

It is small, not large, crops that we
need more of. My minimum crops
have invariably been more profitable,
and I have heard many farmers make
the same remark. Would it not be
waell for eur farmers to combine to pro-
duce less for a few years of all staple
crops, thereby thoroughly cleaning up
the surplus and getting beller returns
for our labor than we have recaived
for the Instdecadsa? Certainly we have
the same right to combine to limit pro-
duction as havecoul or oil companies,
millers and manufacturers. Some may
say that it is our duty to ourselves and
our couniry 1% do our bast in our chosen
calling=—but best for whom? I we
can do better by producing less and
getting more for it, why not do it, as
long as other producers are doing the
same thing and we have 4 exchange
our products for theirs?

Why should farmers be the only class
of producers that can not establish n
price for their commodities? When we
buy we have to pay the price asked;
when we sell we have to take the
pittance the purchaser sees fit to offer.
Surely, no clasa of laborers work as
many hours for as little pay as the far-
mer, and it is time our calling is more
remunerative. Can this be done by
producing more or less? [ am of the
opinion that General Butler was right
when he said that *‘our trouble is
not overproduction, but underconsump-
tion,”™ and the guestion is, how shall we
inerease the consumption of farm pro-
ducts? Certainly not by increasing the
quantity, but by improving the guality,
Every one knows that soggy potatoss,
stale eggs, raucid butter, eic., last
much-longer than good, fresh, No. 1
articles. 1If all“food products were the
very best, much more would be con-
sumed, thus making u greater demand
aund more rémunerative prices. Many
of our wide-nwake farmers can make a
part of their productions an sctual ne-
cessity to one or more familles in our
large cities at paying prises by supply-
ing these products regularly, fresh,
sweet and wholesome. I know this by
experience, for my customers often tell
me that they prefer to purchase foarm
products of the produesr, especially
eges and butier.

1t is laudable for practical farmers Lo
experiment, investigate and produce
maximum erops, but it i8 more profit-
able to produce the best and get good
pay for them. —American Agrioculturist.
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Materials for Paper Making

In the variety ol materials utilized
for paper making, the Chinese claim to
excel all other nations. The India pa.
per, called by them lehi, is made from
hemp, mulberry bark, cotton, bamboo,
riee straw, barley straw, and [rom the
Interior membrans of silk-worm co-
ooons; sometimes the whole ol the stalks
of a year's growth are used. The pulp
is mixed, after 1L has bean prepared,
with a given proportion of a vegetable
gum knuwu as hotong, and the paper iz
moulded in moulds muade of the bam-
boo filament. Thosa sheets, of some
sixty feet in length, which the Chinese
are said to make, are supposed to be
{abricated by artlully juining several
small sheets at the moment of laying the
paper. Being too thin to bear handling
or strain, it Is mounted on vellum,
which serves as a lining to it, and the
white borders of which set it off as a
frame would do. These sheets are kept
ina dry place far away from any fire
heat, and are thus preserved for years.
—N. Y. Sun.
