AGTORS HONOR JANUSGHEK

Little Band of Theapxans Weep Over
Bier of Dead Actress.

Simple Ceremony Was in Marked
Contrast to the Many Stirring

Events of Her Past Life.

New York, Dec. 3.—A little band of

actors gathered in the chape lof an
undertaker's establishment, r'riday, to
take part in the funeral service over
the body of Madam Francesca Ro-
mana Januschek, once a noted actress,
who died last Wednesday in a home
on Long Island. The very simple cer-
emony was in marked contrast to the
many stirring events of her long life.
It consisted of the reading of brief
service of the Roman Catholic chureh,
and an eulogy by Milton Nobles, a
member of the executive committee
of the Actors’ fund, which cared fcr
Mme, Januschek's comfort in her dy-
ing years.
