The city child has but fragmentary

conceptions of nature's life. The city
offers no visual example of stimula-
tion for work, because actual work is
done in the interiors of shops and bus-
iness establishments. The family in
the city is not a productive communi-
ty any more; it has been transformed
into a consuming unit The city
children become familiar with ready-mad- e

products without realizing by
what processes and of what materials
they were made. It remains obscure
to them how much time and toil it
costs to make a living, and how much
work is required to produce articles of
food and other necessities of life.

In educational circles this deficien-
cy of city conditions in respect to ed-

ucation in work has been recognized
ioriK ko. as a remedial measure,
manual training was introduced into
city schools. Through it the children
exercise the eye and hand, learn to
handle tools and raw materials all
by actual work. But no manual train-
ing possesses so much educational val-
ue as garden work. Gardening is su-

perior to pasteboard, wood and iron
constructed within the narrow limita
tions of school shops because it is done
out of doors, in pure air and sunlight,
and brings the children into contact
with nature. In Zurich, there is an as-
sociation whose exclusive object is to
establish and conduct school gardens
on city grounds and to develop thru
this means a healthy, industrious and
morally sound race. Every pupil is
given a plot of land for whose plant-
ing and cultivation he alone is res-

ponsible. This little garden affords
an admirable field of work and ex-

perimentation where the child learns
through his own labor and experience
his own failures and successes. There
he can dig, sow and plant, cultivate
and harvest; there he observes how
the plants sprout, grow, I 'oom and ri-

pen; how they protect themselves
from animals and the inclemency of
weather, and in what high deree their
thriving is dependent upon the inex-
orable powers of nature, involving at
the same time the welfare of the gar-
dener and the farmer, and ultimate-o- f

all mankind.
The man who can spare a little

time after his professional daily work
to attend to his garden and flower
beds is fortunate indeed. This gives
him a healthy exercise and an enjoy-
able pastime. In large cities, where
every minute of time and every power
of eflicieney is utilized for business
