18th, and continued their labors
for three days, holding in all seven
sessions.

This was one of the most enthu-
siastic farmers' meetings and one
of the largest ever held in West
Tennessee. Tho entire country
had been drawn upon to secure the
very best talent available to in-

struct our farmers ih the modern
arts of agriculture truck farm-

ing, dairying, road-makin- g, etc.,
and the speeches were all that
could be expected and full of valuabl-

e-suggestions.

We were thoroughly instructed
in everything that appertains to
agriculture in its various branches
except just one thing, and that was
the very thing that "yours truly"
has been searching for, lo! these
many years how to make, a crop
without work! They told us how
to do the thing, but they didn't
tell us'how to do it without work,
so I guess, boys,-w- e might just as
well roll up our sleeves and wade
right in. Here's three cheers and
a hurrah to the man or woman that
makes an honest living by honest
labor.

The institute, as is its custom
biennially, reorganized, and not-

withstanding the old officers have
held their positions for-eigh- t con-

secutive :years, they were all re-
