If a man was discharged more
than eighteen months ago! he
has only until December 31 to
reinstate his insurance if he has

Since that time we have
admitted 646 patients, over 400

, have been removed, and have
bad 230 deaths. Three years
ago we had 781 patients, and to

. day. 781. Many of the deaths
have been old people, some of

-- whom.onIvlived a short time
after being admitted to the in

stitution. We haven t had a
single case of tpyhoid fever, or
smallpox, The health of the in
stitution has been reasonably
good all the time.

We have tried to give every
one plenty to eat, and at the
same time to eliminate waste.

A PROCLAMATION

Whereas, by the Act of Con

gress approved March 3, 1919,
the Fourteenth Decennial Cen
sus of the United States is to be
taken beginning on the second

day of January, 1920; and

Whereas, a correct enumera
tion oi' the population every ten
years is required by the Consti-

tution of the United States for
the purpose of determining the
representation of the several
States in the House of Repre
sentatives; and

Whereas, it is' of ..the utmost
importance to the interests of all
the people of the United States
that this Census should be a

complete and accurate report of
the population and resource of
the Nation;

Now, therefore, I, Woodrow
Wilson, President of the United
States of America do hereby de-

clare and make known that,
under the law aforesaid, it is the
duty of every person to 'answer
all questions on the census
schedules applying to him . and
and the famil to which he be-

longs.' and to the farm occupied
by him or his family, and that
any person refusing to do so is
subject to penalty.

The sole purpose of the Census
is to secure general statistical
information regarding the popu-
lation and resources of the coun

try and replies are required
from individuals only to permit
the compilation of such general
statistics. No person can be
harmed in any way by furnish
