at Nashville, testified that Kirby
had told him the same story in
he Davidson County jail.
At the close of the trial Daisy

Wells on whose testimony the
warrant was sworn out ajrainst
Sthcl Hall, was arrested on the

charge of perjury. Upon her
failure to make bond, she was
placed in the Putnam County
ail. She was tried before Squire

Hodge Saturday morning, and
bound over to Criminal Court.

This is the second case in
which was charged perjury since
he beginning of the Purlmutter

trial. K. M. Kuykendall, the
other person charged with per--

uey, was bound over to the next
session of Criminal court.
