the armistice thousands of American
Ked Cross oilieials have been lighting
disease in the n countries
At the same lime b us of thousands of

'(.iil Hed Cross oliicials have been en-

gaged at home lighting disease, nota-

bly during the influenza epidemics.
The Aiin-- i 'icnu I ed Cross has i!e- -

teiiuliiid that all I tils valuable eperl- -

ei.ve In health service iihroad mid at
home shall not go to waste. So long
as there are n half u million people
dying yearly In this country from pre-
ventable causes, und so long as more
thau one-thir- d of the American chil-

dren and young people are victims of
physical defects, tlie Hed Cross recog-
nizes the urgent need for continued
Red Cross health service at home.

How Organization Works.
The Ked Cross Health Center Is

governed by business principles, ap-

plies business methods, and, in its
more simple form, can be established
and conducted by lay people.

It proceeds upon the demonstrated
fact that health is a "ommoillty that
can be bought and sold like brooms
and soup. Therefore, It establishes it-- ,

self In a storeroom In the principal
business section of the community. It

displays Its goods In the form of at-

tractive health exhibits In Its hw
windows. It advertises constantly and
extensively. And It uses every bust
ness und social device to attract cus
tomers.

The Hed Cross Hen Kb Center Is of
service to the sick In that It gives out
reliable und complete Information
about existing clinics, hospitals, sana-

toria and other Institutions for the sick
and the defective; about available
nurses, both trained and practical ;

about when to consult a physician and
why to shun the quack and his nos
trums

Teaching Disease Prevention.
The Red Cross Health Center la.

however, of even greater service to the
well. 'I teaches people how to pre-
vent sickness and disease. This Is done
In many Interesting and attractive
ways lirat of all, by the distribution,
of populur health llteruture and
through health lectuies Illustrated with
lantern slides or with health motion
picture films. Then ;Kclal exhibits are
given, one after the other, on various
health subjects. Practical demonstra-
tions are made; also health playlets hy
children to Interest and Instruct them-
selves and their elders. Classes are
organized In Krsonal hygiene, home
care of the sick, first aid and In food
selection and preparation. Health
clubs, both for younger and older peo-

ple, are formed; also Little Mothers'
Leagues. Nutrition ami growth clinics
are conducted for children.

Already more than n hundred of
these Hed Cross Health Centers nre In

actual operation throughout the eoiin
try. Many of them also conduct med-

ical clinics, but the one chief, out
standing feature ef the American Hed
Cross Health Center Is Its health edu-
cation service which teaches well peo-
ple how to keep well.

The division Is now establishing
ervice clubs in foreign ports for the

benefit uf sailors in the American Mer-

chant Marine, imi!ng plans to aid
Americans in trouble In foreign lands
and completing arrangements for glr
lng Immediate adequate relief In case
of disaster.

In the great Peace Time program of
the American lied Cross.

30,000 Victims of Sudden Disasters
Helped Last Year by

Red Cross

Atlanta, Ga., . What would
your town do tomorrow, were it sud-

denly strickeu by disaster?
The question is not as foolish as

Lo no "ore anticipate disaster to--

morrow than they do the end of the
world.

For no one knows when or where
disaster will strike.

There was no warning of the San
Francisco earthquake and fire. One
moment the people of that mighty city
were bustling about their business,
itterly devoid of fear or premonition;
i he next their entire world was tum-

bling about their tars.
One morning two miles of the city

of Atlanta, Ga., were swept by tire
iu less than tour hours.

Wall street never expected a bomb
explosion until It came and killed
more than thirty people and maimed
scores of others In less time than it
.ikes to read this paragraph.

Even gathering storms and rising
iloods. such as the south has known

jn Its coasts and at river cities like
West Point, Ga., give scant warniii
before homes are inundated and peopu
forced to flee for their Uvea.

To any one at any tim, tornado,
j tire und storm may bring peril and sitf

fcrlng. So the question is asked
again: v

"What would your town do tomor-
row if disaster struck?"

It Is to provide an answer to that
question thut the American Hed Cross
has been in existence for years add
tears. It Is the recognized official
age ik y for disaster relief, and it has
lived up to its responsibilities In a
wonderful way.

That is one reason way the Red
Ciosi- - deserves the fcupport of every-
one ot. its Fourth Roll C.! to main-ai- n

it so' that, when disaster strikes,
ihe stricken will always have a help-

ing hand to turn to, the American Red
Cross.

The disaster relief part of the Red
Crosu organization has been so thor-

oughly perfected that it can answer
alls for help in the briefest possible

time.
People of the south well remember

how promptly the Red Cross respond-
ed to the need during the West Point
flood last year, the Corpus Christl
ritorm and several other southern dis-

asters, while fresh in the memory of
the entire country is the fact that
tied Cross doctors and nurses were
"first on the scene" at the Wall street
explosion.

In addition to furnishing such
prompt relief as this, practically ev-

ery Red Cross chapter has a per-
manent disaster relief committee,
which has made a survey of resources
in their respective communities and
la prepared to act promptly with the
means at hand when disaster occurs.

Illustrative of the genuine need for

just such preparedness as this In the
United States Is the fact tlrtt, last
year alone, the Red Cross aided 30,-00- 0

persons In 164 communities, all
victims of 73 separate and distinct dis-

asters.
In the accompli' lnnent of this re-

lief work 140 Red Cross chapters were
called upon to assist, the sum of $900,- -

000 In cash and supplies was expend-
ed. Thirty temporary hospitals were
called Into existence, twenty-od- d mo-

tor corps were organized, seven spe-

cial relief trains were sent out and
110 special representatives and nurses
were furnished in addition to the aid

given by the local Red Cross workers
In the community visited by disaster.

In these 73 disasters, including 19

lornadoes and cyclones. 2 hurricanes,
1 cloud bursts. 1 hail storm, 2 earth-

quakes, 1 landslide, 15 fires, 1 explo-
sion. 9 floods, 10 shipwrecks. 1 train
wreck, 4 riots, 1 motor accident and
2 droughts 850 persons were killed.
I.COO were injured, 13.000 (approxl
itiiittely) were rendered liour.lesa
wli;k- - property valued at $5,000,000 was
d est toyed.

The largest and most destructive
disaster of the year was at Corpus
Christ!. Texas, in September. 1913.
