If our national groups of la-
bor weuld work as the farmer
does, our economic troub-
les would be over About
one-third of the American peop-
le earn their hvelihood on the
farm and this great army of
labor works on faith. He car-
ries all the risks of weather,
heat and cold, of flood and
drought, of storms, of insects
pests and of plant and animal
disease. His wages are not paid
regulary every week or every
month. Instead he must re-
ceive his compensatisn at irregu-
lar intervals varying from three
months to a year or more, de-
pending upon the nature of the
crop. He must plant enough
to make sure that there will be
food for all with the certainty
that at the same time inun-
usually favorable seasons the
results may be a large surplus
and that this surplus which can-
not be hidden, probably will

cause prices lower than the ac-;

tual cost of production. The
farmer must be willing to ac-
cept these low prices with the
best grace possible and adjust
his living expenses to meet his
reduced income.
