Pumpkins will freeze if you dont
watch out and frozen pumpkins are
of no good to anything. Good, ripe,
sound pumpkins are enjoyed by the
cows and help the milk flow very
much.

Ingenious features of the whole af
lair, however, la the front of the
icoop.
