Fighting every inch of the way
when the motion to go into  secrel
session was carried alfter an appeal
Irom n ruling of the chair-on' the
question, members of the regular
democpacy present left the room
in mueh confusion, cursing Me-
Millin and the eommittes and all
his henchmen and swearing ven-
gonece in Novemnber,

R
some one proposed that a mass-
meeting be organized at once and
the committee forced to do the
square thing or else start right
now a revolt that will go through
the election in November, No une-
tion was taken in this matter.
After the committee went into se-
cret session it was decided o ad-
mit the press. that full reports
could be given the public and the
charge of secrecy offset.

Those of the committee present
were: Worley, Caldwell (by New-
man), Bundren (by Milton), Ken-
nerly (by Puoryear), Foust, Hill,
Mitchell, Morton, Gay, Goodrich,
Lewis, Hussey, McGrew, Walker,
Herron, Patterson, Pierce, Holmes
(by Garrett), Murrell (by Stan-
ton.)

Mr. Foust moved that the com-
mittee go into secret session, and
the chair ruled him as out of order.
He appenled and then a wordy
argament over patlinmentary pro-
cedure took place between Garretl
and Puryear.  Thefe were cries
of *“‘no executive session™ all over
the hall, "Let the democracy be
heard” was insisted. The chair
continued to rule with Mr, Pur-
yvear and the first test vote came
up on the appeal from the ruling
of the chair.

The question was whether or
not the chair be sustained, and re-
sulted as follows:

Angered over the defeat the
crowd was in temper for trouble,
Mr. Paryear wanted to debate the
question, but ‘Mr. Foust objected.
Mr. Puryear had just said that the
committee had no right at this
time to go into secret session, but
that the people were entitled to a
full and open discussion,
then objected and Mr. Puryear
said, “You not only douv’t want
the public to know what will hap-
pen in the execotive session, but
you don’t waut even the question
of going into executive session
openly discussed, Very well, 1
will not tallk about it.” He was
cheered. fy !

Mayor Howse got permission to
say a word and ask a question.
His question was if the democracy
of the state would be allowed to
be heard before the committee, He
was rather violent in his remarks,
On the question of going into se-
cret session the chairman called
for a viva voce vote, He at first
declared that the motion failed,
and it did, for several hundred in the
audience voted. Mr, Stanton and
others demanded a roll call. The
chairman took time to angrily tell
Stanton to sit down, and then he
ordered a roll call. The result
was 12 ayes to T noes,

Pandemonium broke outat once.
Mayor Howse angrily said, “"You
need not adjourn to headquarters.
We democrats will get out.” This
they proceeded to do, and curses
filled the air, mixed with threats
against the regular ticket. Men
angrily shook their fists at the
committee. Epithets were flung
at them and then the tirgde turned
against MeMillin and his “hench-
men.” : .
