The president has sofficiently
recovered to make a stiff fight for
the adoption of the league of na-
tions, and he urges a rejection of
the covepunt if the Lodge resolo-
tions were retained.

It is insisted that enough friends
of the treaty will vote against the
Lodge or majority resolution of
ratitication and reservations to
prevent their acceptance by two-
thirds of the sepate,

President Wilson Wednesday,
in a letter to Senator Hitcheock,
urged the sepate to vote agaiost

|the Lodge resolution of | ratifica-

tion.

The president declared the Lodge
resolutith was a pullification of the
treaty.
