SER'OUS INDIAN OUTBREAK.

at Is Now Threatened Ou the Ytima

Reservation.

Washington, Sept. 50. A flenou3

Indian outbreak is threatened ou the
Yuma reservation in California. Mag- -

uel, a deposed chief, with a band of

his tribe, is reported to have attacked
the reservation schoolhouses. It is not
known rra vet how serious the attack
was, nor is it known if any ona was
;killed, This information was received

.nt tho interior dapartment by telegraph
today from Indian Agent Estudillo, of

the Yuma reservation.
Secretary Hoke Smith, on receiving

the dispatch, forwarded it to the war

department, with a request that troops

iio at once sent to the tcene of the out
break. Agent Estudillo, in his dis-

patch, also informed the secretary of

the interior that Chief Maguel had

been accused of preventing the Indian
children of the tribe cl whicn lie was

formerly chief from attending school

The Yumas, among whom trouble has
arisen, number 1,000. Their reservation
is in the southwest corner of Californ-

ia, and on both sides of the Colorado

river, 150 miles from Phoenix, Ariz.

The shoolhouse attacked is tho old

Fort Yuma. The Yumas are considered
by the Indian bureau officials aa de

graded and lazy. They have always
been noted tor their friendly relations
with the whites. The nearest army
post to the reservation is Fort Grant
in Eastern Ar'zoDa, " It would take
about 48 hours for the soldiers to reach
the ecene of trie trouble from that point
