We cannot see any roseate hue
to the present prospeet of imn-
provement on the ecotton ques-
tion. There can be no money in
the South to spend for the manu-
factured products. The demand
for cotton and all other goods
will cease in the South unless the
consumer has money to pay for
them. They cannot get money
ont of cotton. There will be no
money paid for cotton except to
the merchant who tekes it in on
his debts, He will be compelled
to sell at some price to meet the
calls of the merchant from whom
he purchased his goods. That
money will go to the Northern
merchant and manufacturer., The
cotton thus disposad of will fill
all the orders from our home
mills, and only such distressed
cotton will be sold. All that does
not bring a dollar to the man who
may have a number of bales
stored under his shed. The cot-
ton mills will not manufacture
faster than they can sell. Until

a market is opened in Eump..|

there is no one to buy. The|
amount of cotton goods used in
the North at this season of the
year wil not be but a small
part of the usual number of bales
consumed in this country. All
the cotton held is that much
money tied up, which normally
is in eirculation. The banks
have not enough money to loan
on the best of security, to any-
thing like cover the stored cot-
ton. The renter who has eaten
up his erop already is the only
one who is on easy street. The
merchants and banks are holding
the bag.

CURING THE HAY CROP IN ORDER
T0 GET A FIRST CLASS PRODUCT

Cutting Too Often Delayed Till the Plants are So Ripe
That a Large Per Cent of Leaves Fall
Off in the Handling

With a frame of this kind hays

Curing the hay crops so as to get a
first-class product is a practice that is
waorthy of the careful attentionof ev-
ery farmer growlng such crops.
often cuttlng 18 delayed till the plants
are 80 ripe that & lnrge per cent of the
leaves fall off In the handlng, and the
product then lg Inferior in quality. Es-
pecially does this apply to such crops
a8 the soy-bean, cow-pea and alfalfa,
In whidh cases the ledves form approx-
imately half the welght of the entire
plant. And when the leaves are lost,
the most valuable part of the plants
I8 gone; for it has been shown that a
little more than three-fourths of the
food nutriments of the plant |s in the
leaves. To get the best quality of hay,
the crops must be cut relatively early
In stage of maturity and cured in
cocks fostead of parching in the swath
ag 18 too commonly done.

To ald in the curing of the crop
when It Is eut comparatively green,
and raked before it has been parched
in the swath, it is recommended that
the hay be raked when swilted and
placed upon racks or frames, These
ara 8o made (hat when the hay is
plnud over and .ummd them It I8 kept

From four
to six per acre of these will be neces-
sary for good crops of hay, but wilh
proper care will lest & long time,
There should be encugh hay saved by
the frames every year to wmore thin

sip.  After the lambs are taken away
the ewes should have the most care-
ful attention. Drive up the flock dur-
ing the morning and night for a couple
of daye and milk cut the udders that
seom especlally full. Unless attention
Is glven at this time the best ewes
will be ruined for it Is only the best
ewes that will need the attention. If
the flock I8 in  good condltion they

should be kept on rather poor pasture

for the summer untll the fore part of
August, when they should be turned
onto the best pusture that is obtain-
able on the farm. This should be done
about 10 days before turning in the
ram, and if the ewes are not In the
best of condition they may to advan-
tage be given a little grain. This
method of handling the ewe flock Is
what Is known as “flushing,” and it re-
sults In nearly all of the ewes breed-
ing within one week's timeé and also
results in & pgredter percentage of
twins. The ram should be kept from
the ewe flock.during the summer and

result and the lambs will arrlve nears
Iy all at one time, thus enabling the
owner to give the maximunt attention
to the flock during the lambirg sea-
son, Unless thig method is followed
there often l& np well defined lambing
senson and the smallest percentage of
lambg results.

Change the pastures as often as pos.
sible durlng the summer; sheep like a
change of pasture, and also by so do
ing losses irom the stomach worm
will be mueh less. A rotatlon of pus-
ture something after the following
method: Turn' the flock onto the
wheat stubble, then onto the oat stub-
ble, then to the permanent pasture,
and finally onto the hay flald that has
been reserved for them until the fora
part of August. In this way the flock
will be rotated onto new pastures
throughout the summer which will pre
vent the ravages of the stomach worm.
Lambs that are kept for breeding pun
poses may be turned into the corn
flelds for much of the summer until
