Ordinry products, such as eotton,
renrn, and wheat, are grown and har-
vested io a few months, The farme:
plows his land, plants his crop, culti
vated it, sees it matured, galhered
and marketed in (ho same year. H.
receives the finished product as a re-
sult of his labor, He also raises his
hogs, sheep, cattle and horses for his
own uge or for market, in a compara-
tively short time, say from ome to
five years. But there is ons produet
from the farm which does not mature
in such a short time; that is timber.
It usually takes our forest trees many
years to besome marchantable, or to
reach & size valuable for lumber,
The owner who clears & portion of
his woodlo®, not for agricalture, but
to secure fence rails, fire wood or
lumber, may see a fine crop of vourg
trees come back on it, but will not
likely live to see them become a stand
uf large timber.

The farmera of the state own a
very large amount of the woodlands
of Tennessee, and they are the ones
to who we must look to help tuke
care of, pratect and perpetuate our
timber supply. One may say he has
enough timber to lnst his life time,
which doubtloss is true enongh, but
there are others coming after him
who will need wood, timber, lumber,
and who cannot do without them
His children, his children's children,
and those following them, one gener-
ation after another, will never be
able to get along without these im-
portant articles,

The timber of the state was once
very abundant, and the population
relatively emall, Nalure fuenished
us with a supply ready at hand which
bad required no efforts to prodace.
We nju'?plj' took it over as a natural
right and used it pretty much as we
pleased, but now gince the population
of the state has increasel so much
and the heavy demand for lumber hgs

. 80 rapidly drained our forests, we are
‘beginning to see that we must take
care of the remainder of our timber
and timber lands, The people need
more and better timber, and they
cannot afford to draw reclklessly on
the present stand. The careless,
wasteful manner of handling it must
be a thing of the past in order to
meet the constant demand and rapid-
Iy grawing scarcity of lumber. Every
one knows the price of lamber is high
and going higher,

Those who own timber ought to

~ take care of it. This does not mean
they ought to let it stand and not use
it, and let it go to waste. Tinber
- ghould ‘be used, tut used properly. If
a stand is mature it should be util-
iged, but it should be done in an eco-
nomic way, and so that a new growth
could be depended upon. Woodlande
“ghould not be cleared for cultivation
“regardlgss of their character. Cer-
tain woodlands should never be
cleared; they should be kept for tree

- growth, ¥f cleared and pot under
* cultivation they would soon wash
away, unprotected by the forest cov-
ér' Nearly every cne can bring to
mind land of this character, which
has been cultivated anly a few years,
and which became worn cut, fall of
gulliea and frequently showing a good
muy “hang-rocks” on the surface,

The washin away of the soil has left
rock outeroppings which would make

* the land difficult if not impossible to|,
~ eultivate, even though it had not be-
e‘mln:povem :

Toward High Schools, Normals, and
the University were discussed by
Prof. W, B. Simpson and others,
Prof, G, L. Blasingame made a good
talk on How a Teacher Should Spend
His Vacation, Mrs, Pitbman made a
talk on the Reading Circle work in
Geography. Prof. Horry Hodges
made a talk oo the Teachers’ Attitude
Toward the Present War in Euarope.
Prof. Majors, Prof. Taylor and others
made talks concerning the benefits to
be derived from continuing the teach-
ers’ meetings through the summer;
and it was decided to contioue them
until after the May examinations,
Mre. Chambers being absent the dis-
cussion Play and Recreation was
omitted. Several teachers made talks
on What 8chool Laws the Present
Legislature Should Pass. Hon, P. H,
Thrasher addressed the association
relative to Education. A committee
consisting of one member from every
high school faculty in the county, and
Supt, Grantham, was appointed to ar-
range & program and name a day for
Field Day exercises, The association
adopted resolutions endorsing the ap-
plication of Prof. R, E. L. Bynum for
the position of state superinlendent.

The first company raised in Me-
Nairy county for the Confederate
service was raised by Alphoso Cross
at Pardy, and left there May 3, 1861,
going to Fort Wright at Randolph,
on the Mississippi river above Mem-
phis; going by way of Corinth, Miss,
and Memphis, Tenn. As it may be of
interesat to some of vonr readers to

kaow the names of those who com-
posed this company, most of these
names were of the persons who left
Purdy on that bright May morniog,
many never to return again, The
town was full of people who had
gathered there to see this company
take their leave, Many a sister or
sweetheart wept when they went
away, and some poor mother’s heart
broke as she bade her boy a last fare-
well, This company is represented on
all the important battlefields of the
army of Teunnessee, from Shiloh to
hreenboro, N. C., by some of its mem-
bers who fill unknown and unmarked
graves, I would be glad to hear
from any member of this company
who may see this,
