The Test For a Profitable Cow.

The percentage of fat In a cow's
milk does npot. as a rule. Indicate
whether she 18 profitable or oot, sayn
Hoard's Dalryman. The cow may give
milk testing 2% to 8 per cent and still
be a very profitable animal -On the
other hand, »he may give milk contain-
Ing & per cent fut and be un unprofit-
able animal.

In order to jndge whether an animal
s profitable or not it is necersary to

and the percentage of fat it contains.
For example, a cow that will produce
10,000 pdunds of 8 per cent milk in a
year would, under ordinary circum-
stances, be a profitable animal, but a
cow that would yield but 3,000 pounds
of 5 per ccnt milk would uot, as a rule,
be profitable.
