After the first
furrow is run, broad scooters or lonir.
narrow shovels may be used to com
plete the work. On light soils, or those,
not compacted by rain, the first working
may he given with heel-scrap- or cul
tivators, and much labor saved. Hut
it will not pay to leave the land in
poor condition ut this first working.
rut lu good condition now, all subse
quent workings will bo easy. Olio
should study, however, to get good
work done with the smallest number
of furrows. "Save work, sive time at
every point, ' should bo tho motto of
every farmer. When land is in good
condition and the plowing properly
done, no boo work should b? needed
by a corn crop. The only hard work
called for would be the t hinning of tho
corn, which should be done immediate
ly after the first plowing, so that any
corn covered up may bj uncovered at
the same time. .Southern Cultivator.

CARE OF FARM IMPLEMENTS.

Muny n Dollnr nnd Munjr Umira of Time
Mlglit lt Saved ly Moro Cure of

Farm Impli-im-iitx- .

There is no more economical way for
a farmer to employ his leisure, winter
time than by the overhauling nnd re
pairing of bis implements. This la a
point to which moiit of our southern
farmers seem to give very little atten-
tion. It is not un uncommon occur-
rence to ft ml plows, harrows, hoes and
even harness, in thn spring, lying
where they were last usd the previous
full. As n consequence of this expo-
sure, the harness is untit for use the
next spring, and the fanner is at the
expense of having to buy a new set.
The woodwork of the tools is cracked
and warped, bolts loom and rusty, and
iron all b:vdlv corro luJ and roughened
with rust. Under these eoa dilions the
woodwork is greatly weakened and apt
lo break much quicker than if it bad
had the proper care. Even if this
should not biippjn, the general

of thu tool is very much less
ened. A large part of tho work of
pulling a plow is taken up in overcom-
ing the friction of tho mold-boar- d and
landslide against the earth. This fric
tion varies greatly, being at tho mini
mum over a hard, smooth surface, and
greatest over a rough surface tho con
dition of a rusty plow. All else being
equal, tho majority of our implements
do better painted, but tho increased
draught resulting from a rusty tool,
lessens the momentum of tho animal
pulling; hence, we not only have a de
crease in the amount of work, but also
of au inferior quality. It is falso econ-
omy not to have, on all farms, a place
for the protection of tools and to keep
them iu that place when not in
use. Tho time sikml in getting un
implement when wanted would go
far toward paying for such a shelter.
This may consist simply of an
open shed, with the ground for a
lloor, or, betterstill, a floor raised some
six inches from the ground. It is b?st
to have it raised so as to prevent water
running in, so arranged that the team
can drive through, thus avoiding the
necessity of having to pull the tools in
and out by band. Near this shed for
large tools should bo a room devoted to
hand tools and harness. This com-
partment should be provided with rack
for holding shovels, hoe3, rakes, etc.,
and pogs on which to bang harness.
The contents of this room should be
under lock and key. During cultiva-
tion each man who rss . tool should
be compelled, when the. day's work is
done, to clean it ami vipi" it dry, and
lay it in its proper place. W hen a tool
is put uway for the season, this should
be especially looked after. As soon as
fall leisure comes, one of the first du-

ties of the fanner should be to over
haul bis implements. They should all
be goue over carefully, all necessary
repairs made, nnd all nuts tightened.
The bright or working parts should re
ceive a coating of tallow, or greaso of
some kind, to prevent rusting. The
woodwoik is best preserved by giving
it a coat of good white lead, and the
tools look better when the lead is toned
down to a gray or slate color with
lampback. All iron purls, not used in
friction or cutliDg work, can receive
similar treatment, or a substitution of
nspbaltuin may lie maU. It is safe to
say that very few plows go through
more than two seasons on the average
farm without needing extensive re
pairs. Y ltli the systematic treatment
outlined above we have known them to
lust 12 years.

PRACTICAL HOG EXPERIENCE.

A Hrerdnr of llnrkuhlreii Telia of the K fr

itill tu of HI Tnli In llrccdlnz
anil Feeding- - ling.

I have been breeding Ilirkshires for
30 years, and during that time 1 have
tried several other breeds in compara
tive tests. The wide-awak- e farmer en-

deavors to send as little of the fertility
of his soil as possible to market. The
crops of his farm arc disposed of us
finished product of the highest possible
type, so as to command the best mar
kct price. For this purpose I found
that tho Iterltshirc excels all other
breeds. These hogs have been im
proved for a century along the line of
converting a mixed diet of slops, grass
and coarse vcgetubles into the very
finest quulity of pork.

They are admirably ndaf-tu- to fol
lowing cattle, and gather up thu scat
tering grain and vegetables on the
farm, thus making them the general
purpose hog. Sly method of feeding
is k take the sow at least five weeks
before furrovvlnr timj, put her into
a large, rooruy lot where she can have
plenty of exercise and pure water, give
a good warm, clean house to sleep in
then commence lo feed at first, wheat
bran mixed with shorts and water,
gradually adding a little shorts. I in-

crease the shorts. Have the slop so
thick that it will run slowly when be-

ing poured. Feed twice a day until
within four days of farrowing.thcn drop
out the shorts and feed half as much
ns before. A great How of milk must
be avoided, us there is danger of milk
fever. Heavy feeding before farrow-
ing is to nourish tho unborn pigs and
have them strong nnd vigorous. I do
not feed the sow any the first day after
farrowing, and bul very little the sec-

ond, then for a week feed her wheat
bran mixed with water..

The second week give some shorts in
the bran, and the third week half bran
and ,balf shorts, continuing until the
pigs are old enough to wean. Give all
shorts and milk that she will eat up
clean, being careful not to overfeed. As
oon as the pigs are old enough to

eat, and that will be.ery soon if a
little patience is used, give them
milk from the cow, a little at a time,
and gradually increase the quantity
until they have learhtd lo eat .well.
