VERY HARD TO FIND.

Butierflles and Other Gandy Moiha,
When Asleep, Look Kxactly
Like Thelr Beds,

The butterfly invariably goes to
sleep hend downward, its eyes look-
ing straight down the stem of the
grass, It folds and contracts its
wings to the utinost, partly, perhaps,
to wrap its body from the cold. But
the effeet is to reduce its sige and
shape to a narrow ridge, making an
acute angle with the green  stem,
hardly distinguishable in shape and

color from the seed heads on thous
sands of other stems around. It
also sleeps on top of the stom, which
inereases its likeness to the natural
finial of the grass.

Side by side with the “biues" sleep
the common “brown heaths” They
nse the prass stems for beds, nt lesa
earefully, and with no such obvious
solicitude to compose their limbs in
harmony with the eyes of the plant,
They also sleep with their heads
downward, but the body is allowed
to drop sideways from the stem like
a leaf. This, with their light eolor-
ing, makes them far more conspicu-
ous thnn the blues. Morcover, as
grass has no leaves shaped in any
way like the sleeping ootterfly, the
crn;trne\t of shape atiracts notice.
Can it be that the whose brils
liant coloring by day makes (hem
conspicuous to every encmy, have
learned ecaution, while the brown
heaths, less exposed to risk, are less
careful of concealment?

Be it noticed that moths and but
terflics go to sleep in different stti-
tudes. Moths fold their wings baek
upon their bodies, covering the Jower
wing, which is usunlly bright in eolor,
with the npper wing. They fold their
antennae back on the line of their
wings, Butterflies raise the wings
above their bodies and lay them back
to back, putting their antennane bes
fween them if they move them at all
