The News vigited the vineyards
last Friday to gee the harvesting of
the grapes and found it a busy
gcene. Along the rows of trellises
were pickers who placed the grapes
in boxes holding sbout 30 pounds
each and four ol these buxes were
carried by two men to the packing
house at a time. and this coutinued
steadily day after day. Arriving
at the packing house, we fonnd the
force of puckers to whom the grapes
were brought, taking each bunch
carelully and systematioally placs
ing thew in baskets, then the covs
ers were put on by Mr. Chris Wags
ner and they were ready to be
hauled down to the town by Mr.
Hayner. We found the work pros
gressing steadily and the estima-
tion of the Bequuchee grapes is
muach enhanced by the fuct that
the packing is done by careful and
experienced hands and the baskets
honestly filled.

The output for this year has been
5000 baskets of ten pounds each,
and all were of the best quality of
tible grapes.

The clearing up will produce per-
haps 500 or 600 poundr more, The
handiing of over twenty tons of
grapes in two weeks with such ease
18 itsalf w trinmph and it suggests
what may be done in the future by
extending the vineyards,

The quality and condition of the
vinevards is surprising. We took
leaves from the vines larger than a
dinner plate and the zew wood of
the present year we found by act-
ual mensurement to be as large in
diameler as o man's finger:
