OLD ORCHARD BEACH, Me.,
Ang. 28. (Special.) It is purely de-

lightful here in many ways. A
Sunday school might object

to some of the ways and means of this
wonderful locality. Yesterday was
Sunday Aug. 27. We found it so only
iu name. All along the Hotel fronts
and on the Pier were bargain sales go-
