SEWANEE, Temi., Dec. 2. --The
business section of Sewanee was almost
entirely wiped out by a fierce fire this
morning at an early hour. The fire
originated in the store of Bates &
Sneed at about 10 h. m. and before
help could arrive it gained such head-
way that the buildings occupied by
Rosebough & James and Preston 8.
Brooks, in addition to two smaller
structures, were burned to the ground.
The los is roughly estimated at $16.-00-

while the insurance carried is
said to be less than half that amount.
When the alarm was given the entire
student body of the aniversity, togeth
er with a number of the academy boys
and citizens of the town, rushed to the
aM of the unfortunate merchants. A
nmk north wind was blowing, and in
less than an hour after the fire was
discovered the buildings were in a
smouldering ruin, with practically all
the stock they contained. The heroic
work of the students, however, saved
the building occupied by the express
company and the postoffice, in addi-

tion to saving a portion of the stock
carried in the store of Preston Brooks.
