NAVY NEWS

The anpual report of the Secretary
of the Navy to the President has heen
published and it contains much matter
of interest to the peopls at large. A
large portion of the Secretury’'s mes-
suge is taken up with data covering
the criticisms made on the Organiza-
tion of the Navy and the plans of
our new battleships. He says the
Navy Department as at present organ-
ized may not be an ideal arrangement
from an economical standpoint, but it
is very far from being the irresponegi-
hla and impractical organization
which ite eritics claim it to be, The
plans for the new battleships were se-
lected from a number of plans submit-
ted both by the Department and by
outsiders, and the Secretary feels no
hesitancy in saying that the designs
of the North Dukota and Delaware are
superior to those of any battleship
now in course of construction for any
other Navy. A table has been given
out by the ofiice of Naval Intelligence,
showing the Navy of the [Tnited
Stutes, showing the vessels, und se-
cond, in number of fimst class battle-
ships built and building. Great Brit-
tain comes first, Germany third with
twenty-eight, France fourth with
twenty-four and Japan fifth with thir-
toen, in first class battleships built
and building.

The Burean of Ordinance has com-
pleted the design of a new fourteen-
inch projectile weighing 1400 pounds,
to carry o distance of fourteen miles
effective range.

The fleet is expected to arrive in the
United States, Febroary 22nd, and
will be received by the President and
Secretary of the Nuvy Newberry at
Hampton Roads on that date.

A new invention will be tried short-
ly on the battleship Indiana. It con-
sists of n system of wings on each side
of the ship which fold out and bring
the ship to an immediate stop by the
prassnre of the water against the
wings,

Mr. Hobsoun, of Alabama, has intro-
dueed a bill into the House of Repre-
sentatives to facilitate the promotion
of younger officers.

Senntor Johmson, of Alabuma, in the
course of a speech in regard to the dis-
missal of two cadets from the Military
Academy for hazing, stated, ‘*Thers is
