The farm hand of today gets Luree
times a4 muoh pay as did his brother
who was yoked up with the oxe. The
farm hand has bad bis pay raiped from
iwo hundred to five bundred per cent
in the pasy fifteen yencs and any real
farmer can setile thepsy question for
himself if he will remember when he
could get s good hand for “FL0.00 &
month and found,” The fact of the
matter {8 that the farm haond bas pro-
gressed to a much granter extent than
the majority of railrosd men think.
Money wages do not always tall
the story of what a man Birns The
farm worker 18 better off with his lower
pay and "“found" than the city worker
with a higher wage who must buy ev-
erything. .

Letthe furmer under-
stand that the high-paid man is not Lo
profit by this proposed moyement for a
shorter work day.
