Interesting Now to Recall Thelir
Status In Great Britain Less
Than a Century Ago.

Blould women be whipped?

Just & century ago wiseacres, poll-
ticlans and pohle lords of Great Brits
ain were debating the polut. Tt wus
guite a new ldea to worry nbout what

. was huppening to women, but after
pome discussion It was declded that
they ought not to be whipped—that
the best way to handle them was on
the “geatle-but-firm” method—and In
1820 the wiseacrés, politiclans and
noble lords passed a bill known an
the whipping met, prohibiting the cor-
poral punishment of women.

Haviog munde this exertlon on wom-
‘emn's behalf they returned to the dis-
eussion of things which Interested
them,

Although the sanguine popular writ-
ers who have to find unexpected won-
dors In every mew thing to make a
place for their articles predict an im-
mediate revolution in marine propul
glon following the perfection of the
Diesel engine, the revolution Itself has
been rather slow ln materializing. The
Diesel-engined battleship ls apparent-
Iy still an schievempent of the distant
future, And as for the Dieselengined
alrship, which the Germans are report-
ed to have Invented (this engine is
necessarlly much heavier than the
gosoline engline), it may safely be put
on the shelf with that other pseudo
German wonder, & gas with three
times the lifting power of hydrogen,
and “sbsolutely non-inflammable”
which is now ueed for floating the
kalser's Zeppelln warahips,

The Dissel angina s, however, com-
ing to be used more and more In
smaller naval vessels, partleularly sub-
marines, Mopt of the latest and largest
of thess are propelled by Dissel en-
gines, Bomse of them develop as much
es 2,000 borsepower. Larger craft of
this type are sald now to be under con-
struction in which Diesel engines of
B.000 horsepowet will be Installed, A
number of destroyers and coast-da-
tense gunboats have aleo been engined
with Diesel motors. The engine is in
use to some extent In motortank ves-
sels moling as tenders to warships.
How far it will everttually go In dia-
placing the steam engine for marine
propulsion is still a very uncertain
question.—New York Saturday Eve-
ning Post.

CARING FOR SOLDIERS' FEET

Milltary Surgeons Have Given Consld-
erable Thought to This Most
Important Subject.

Every year at the French military
maneuvers, {n spite of the fact that
the military boot is chosen a trifle
large to avold injuring the feet, in the
first few days’ marching a large num-
ber of soldlers suffer from blisters and
chafing, which compel them to go on
the sick lst, mnd the same would
doubtless be the case in warfare. Doc-
tor Arnould, a military medical officer,
having noted the coincidence of these
injurles with too great mobility of tha
foot in the regulation boot, suggested,
according to the Parls correspondent
of the Lancet, the use of a leather
thong 75 centimeters long by five In
width, which 18 bound round the boot
outside, being placed in the hollow of
the foot, brought over the Instep and
crossed In a figure eight backward
round the tendon of Achlilles, thus im-
mobilizing the foot in the boot and ob-
viating the chafing.

In all the regiments In which this
method has been adopted the number
of Tootsore soldlern after the early
marches has been reduced to an Inalg
nificant proportion. The analogous
Cerman “Fusschoner” contaln steel

bands, which render the apparatus

both more complicat and more

coatly.
