Anyway, in the book where the
names of the prisoners as they
entered his restful domicile were
entered, he made the following
unigue entry:

“The new jail was finished and
received on the Tth of August,
1912, and isa nice house. L. B,
Wileman was elected sheriff the
second time and has woved in
the new jail. The new jail cost
nine thousand five hundred dol-
lars. I, L. M. Roberson, was
born the first of February, 1829,
and have been jailer ever since
the year 1865. Buck Ward was
then sheriff. And I have been
jailer ever since except five years
and I am now eighty-three years
old, and retire from the business
of jailer, wishing all good luck,
and hoping to meet all in heaven
where there are no jails,

“This 19th day of August,
1912.

“*Ex-jailer.”

He was commonly known . as
