Descendant of Old Israel Putfam

of Revolutionary Fame, In Valley

Sequachee Valley can boast of
at least two families that can
trace their lineage back to the
battles of Lexington and Concord
and Bunker Hill. when American

| Independance was won from paid

Hessian hirelings. The Hill fam-
ily, of this place, can trace on
the mother's side to the Battle of
Lexington, when two boys who
had armed themselves, were kill-
ed by the DBritish, These boys
were from two families of Wo-
burn, and when the call came to
arm had seized their guns and
gone to Lexington breakfastless
and were killed about daylight.

The women of Woburn, to ame- |

liorate their anxiety, met in one
place that day, and made a quilt
of woven material, and for years
a piece of this quilt was in the
home of the Hill family.

The other family is the Wells
family. of Inman, of which Prof
James Wells is the head. He
is a descendent of Gen. Israel
Putnam, who took up the thread
of battle at Concord and carried

it to Bunker Hill, and had it not
been for his judgement that day
the route of the American forces
would have been much more dis-
astrous,

From the ""History of Middle-
gex County,”” by Samuel Adams
Drake, the following is learned
regarding the heroic old general:

**On the twenty-first (April 17,
1775) Israel Putnam rode into
Concord on the sameh o rse he
had mounted the afternoon be-
fore at Pomtret on hearing of the
fighting at Lexington and Con-
cord, The gallant veteran had
not stopped to change his cloth-
ing, or unyoke the oxen with
which he was ploughing. After
conferring with the provincial
delegates, he on the same day
rode back to hasten the dispalch
of the Connecticut troops to €am-
bridge. The next day he was at
Cambridge, ready for any call
that micht be made upon him.
His presence was a tower of
strength to the provincials; in
him the provincial soldiers recog-
nized a leader.”” He raised a
regiment and on the 16th Am-
erican troops occupied Bunker
Hill, 1000 strong, a preliminary
force, On the 27th of May he
cormmanded at the capture of a
British armed vessel at Chelsea,
and on the 6th of June he con-
ducted in behalf of the whole ar-
my an exchange of prisoners.
Gen, Putnam was in command of
the troops nearest to Charleston,
and covering Lechmere's Point,
while Gen. Prescott had be=n or-

dered to Breed's Hill with in-!

structions to fortify it, Gen.
Putnam’s own position wes on
Bunker Hill, and it was his opin-

jon that it should be?ortiﬁed also
and in the words of the historian:
““While the American detach-
' ment was drawn up on Bunker
Hill, a econference took place be-
tween those officers on the ground
at the end of which, notwith-
standing the order to throw it up
where they then were, it was de-
cided to begin the intrenchment
on Breed's Hill. This being set-
tled, Colonel Prescott immediate-
{1y led his men down the hill and|
over the ridge between’the twu|
eminences, to the plateau of |
Breed’s Hill. The intrenzhment |
was marked out, and the men, |
laying aside their trusty firelocks,
| went vigorously to work turning|
the first sods. Toward |
morning Putnam |

mounted his
horse and rode back to camp. |
His own idea was that Bunker
Hill should be fortified as well as
Breed's Hill.”" Gen Putnam was
right in this belief and later on
it was proved that he was.

The events of the battle of the
17th of June are most fully re-
corded in the history mentioned,
and Gen. Putnam played a most
dashing and brave part in it, so
much so that Col. Abercrombie, a
British soldier, while being-borne
off the field mortally wounded,
said to his men: “'If you take
Gen, Putnam alive, don’t hang
him, for he is a brave man.”” In
fact, Putnam was the unconquer-
able rearguard of the American
army, for when the storm of fug-
itives fell back from the penin-
sular, he with those who stii
fought stoutly, resisted the ad-
the advancing British and yield-
ed ground so slowly that when
night came, he and his forces
camped in sight of the enemy on
Prospect Hill. And he it was
who when the fire of the enemy
was directed at the masses of
Americans on Bunker Hill, said:
‘“Make a stand here. In God’s
name form and give them one
shot more, "’

Had Bunker Hill been fortified
as well as Breed’s Hill, the de-
feat might have been turned into
an American victory. for later
seeing their need for breast-
works the American soldiers en-
deavored to dig up the earth with
their hands. The history in
question contains a handsome
steel engrdaved portiait of the
brave old general.
