FARMERS SAVE MONEY
BY MARKETING WOOL
ON CO-OPERATIVE PLAN

Farmers of Tennessee recelved
$5,000.72 more for thelr wool by mar-
keting co-operutively this season than
they would have recelved had they fol-
lowed the usual practices of selllng,
according to a report lssued by € B,
Brehm, marketing speclalist, Divislon
of Extenslon, University of Tenunessee.

The county agricultural agents and
the marketing speclnllst ussisted the
furmers of the state In marketing a
total of 927004 pounds of wool, which
sold for a totnl of $83,657.08. The
prices for clenr wool ranged from 41%
to 47V cents per pound; llght burry
M to 474 cents; wedlum burry 23 to
28%, amd hard burry 10 to 223 cents,
Consldering the conditlon of the wool
market, and the results of sales neid In
other statey, Mr., Brehm stutes thut
the snles this year were uniformly
satlsfuctory and worth developlng to
0 greater degrea next yeuar

West Teunessee lad the state In the
awount ol wool soldl eo-operaiively, the
toral amount helug 47,773  pounds,
which sold for $16,24484, belng a good
net guln to the fariers over the price
they would Have recelved otlierwlse
Menry county led the state In number
af pounds salid pnd  the number of
furmers co-operating In the siale, This
county sold 13,000 pounds of wool
which was eontributed hy 1837 fhrmers,
T, A Patrlek, county agrleultural
agent, =ays that the sale was one of
the hest exnmples the farmers of the
had ever witnessed as to the
vitlie of co-operntlon, Divislon of Ex-
tension officlals are highly gratifled
witly the results of the wool salas and
believe that |t wlil lead to an exten-
slon of co-operitive selling, not only
tn wool, but In other farm produects,
