STANDARD OF PURE-BREDS

Registered Stock In Hands of Begin
ners Are Mostly Under Welght—
Should Be Weighed Often.

(By R. M. Murphy, Division of Exten:
sion, University of Tennessee.)

Every day some one s embarking in
the purebred live stock business. Fre
quently he knows very little by actual
contact with the breed of his cholck
How is he to know when he bas a
Percheron, a Shorthorn, or a l)i.u'\‘:n:‘I
Jersey? Of course he has the regis- |
tration papers, but is that sufficlent? i

Every day the men of the Division
of Extension of the College of Amenl-]
ture are called upon to look over some |
hopeful young breeder's animals or
herd of which he is rightfully proud.
More frequently than otherwise we are
disappointed, even though we do not
tell him so. Almost invariably if he!
has purchased Immature animals In'
the beginning, his stock is undersized
This simply because he has not been
fn the bhabit of feeding the common
stock, and does not appreciste the ne
cessity of (Ut here.

I was called oul to look over a young
Perchoron the other day, coming three
years old, and found a very nice Per-'
cheron color, bone, foot and draft con
formation, but an animal wel;hiu'
only 1,000 pounds. In weight he was
in the roadster class. He should have
been welghing 1500 at least. He
would have been a dissppointment to
any Percheron breeder. The only
trouble was Iack of feed, and the rea
son he had not had it was rimply be
cause his owner did not know how t:algr
a Percheron should be

In case of purebred animals, and
more particularly perhaps, the heavy
horse and the meat producing animals,
the most (mportant standard for the
voung breeder to pstablish Is that of
weight. He should find out how much
his young animals should weigh at six
months twelve months, elghteen
months, two years, etc, and see that!
they come up to this slandard

The most common criticlsm of pure
bred stock in the hands of amateurs is
that they are undersized

In that
easd the dealer would have made. the
profit of §84.10, .

PLANT LOCUST FOR POSTS

(By Charles A, Kefter, Divislon of Bw
tension, Universily of Teanesses.)

There is hardly a farm in Tennesses
that does not contain a few acres that
can be devoted to the growing of trees
to be used for fence posts. There are
odd ™corpers, Irregular pleces of
ground that can not conveniently be
embodled in fielde, stesp hillsldes,
gullles, even the best of farms have
small areas that for one reason or an-
other ¢an nol be profitably cultivated.

Plant them to black locust, or other
good post timber.

Trees are somelimes planted along
highways, and used as living fence
posts, but this is & poor plan because
too much of the adjoining flelds, which
is often the best on the farm, |8 taken
up by their shade and roots; the land
two to four rods Into the fleld is groat-
Iy reduced in crop-production by the
trees.

Black locust is the best specles to
use for posts, because It Is vary dura
bls in contact with the soll, and Is &
tree of the most rapld growth. The
seedlings can be bought of westerh
nurserymen for less than two doilars
per thousand. They are easily grown.
Gather the seed uow, thresh them
from the pods with a Sall, and kesp
dry until iate March. Just bafore plant.
ing pour bofling water over the seeds,
and leave stand until the water s
¢old; then plant either whers the tree
is to stand or In thick drills, where
they should be cultivaied one year,
and then transpianted to their perma-
nent place.
