seemed rather nmozed to learn that the
farmer must either get back cost of
production plus a living profit or else
go out of husiness,

The Grange members sssured the la-
bor representatives that the farmer
would gladly sell food chesp to the la-
boriog man if the cost of production,
in which lsbor is o lerge item, was
made sufficiently low to enable him to
do so,

Such & condition can be posaible only
when the farmer i& able to borrow
money for operating expenses at @
low rate of interest and i assured an
adequate supply of labor, 1t is astound-
ing that organized Inbor should remain
blind to these essential facts und main-
tuin the warped viewpoint that the
farmer ia & “‘capitaliatic profiteer.”
Just so long a8 the great laboring class
refuses tosee, and refrains from throw-
ing the weight of its support with the
farmer, production will lsg and food
prices will continue on the ascent,

Laot season an appeal was made to
the head of a large Eastern factory to
release some of his mento help near by
farmers out of a serious labor shortage
in the midet of the harvest season,
The flrm agreed, but when the men
were asked to help the farmers they
refused, snying.

The plan to furlough farm boys from
the training camps for farm work has
been opposed and special efforts to re-
eruit farm labor from the ranks of or-
ganized labor in the cities have nol been
indorsed by the labor leaders,
