Severe-Penalties In
Law,

Nobody Is exempt from Income Tax,

An obligation is lald directly on the ‘

shoulders of each cltizen and resident
to conslder his own case and (o get his
return in on time if one is due,

With esch return showing a tax due
A payment must accompany the return
in the full amount of the tax or at
least one-guarter of the tax.

All returns for 1919 must be filed on
or before March 15,

Must Show True Flgures.

. In figurlng up his earnings for Im-
come tux purposes a person must take
Into censideration all tems of taxable
income, and ench item itself must be
accurate In amount, Guesses and es
timates must be avelded, for the re-
turn is made under eath,

Everybody who Mad sn Income dur-
Ing 1819 must now determine whether
his or her net income was suficient in
amount to require an Imcome Tax re-
turn. The best way teo find out Is to
got & Form 1040A and follow the In-
structions printed on It. That form
will gerve as a reminder of every item
of lncome; and i a return I8 due, It
tells Wow to prepure and tHe It

One of the lmpertant points te keep
in mind is that u person's net Income
Is found by a compatation prescribed
I the law, and that each Item of In-
come from every gource must bs cem-
sidered, unless specifically exempted.

Another thing to remember I8 that
the personal exewmption allowed taxf
payers hy law has no rélatlon whatever
to the requirement to file return, This
exemption I not w be considered until
a ‘person hns figured out his net in-
come and determibed whether It was
guficient to require him to file a re
turn. Then, If a return mwust be filed,
he should read carefully the Instrue-
tions for clalming exeniption, and com-
plete Wis return,

If In doubt on any point as to Income
or deductions, a person may secure
free advice and ald from the nearest

Internal Revenue office, Muny banks
and (rust companies are aljo furrish-
ing similar service dwing banking
hours,

Heavy Penalities In Law.,

For falling to mnke a return on time
the penalty I8 a flue of not more than
£1,000 and an addition of 25 per cent
to the mx, 1) any. For making a false
or frandiulent return the penalty is a
fine of not more than £10.000° or Im-
prisanment not exceeding ene year, or
both; and, In addition, 50 per cent of
the tax. There are other 1w *alties for
falling to pay tax when dune, and for
understatement of the (n+ through
negligence,

Many Sources of Income, *

Aslde from what one may edrn by
his services, there are wmany other
goftces of Income. If he sold any
property daring 019 he must figure
out the gain realized. If he rented
bulldings, land, spartmenis or rooms
such rents must Lo considergd taxa-

~ ble, and he may claim deductions for
necessury expenses Incidental to rents.

Interchureh World Movement Holds Great Gathering in Atlanta

The First Pa

———

All evangelical ministers of thig
county have been invited to Join pas
tors of all the Protestant churches of
Tennessee In a monster conference
which I8 to be held in Nashville March
1:3. This Is the first time in the his-

fory of the Christian churcheg of the
state that such o gathering has been
held, and great good to the churches
s expected to result from the meeting
together of denominational leaders
f®m all the various churches,

The corference will b2 In session
for three days, during this time eveéry
avallable moment being taken up with
fntensive consideration of church
problems, both as they affect Georgia
and the entire Christlan fleld through-
out the world. It will meet at 2 o'clock
of the first day, and remain in session
with conferences morning, afternoen
and evening, until the late afternocen
of the third day,

One of the most vital matters which
will be brought up for consideration
will be the results of the religious sur-
vey of the state, which will be present-
ed through the medium of graphfe
charts, maps and picture slides. Al
though the survey will not be complet-
ed at that time, there will be a large
number of the couniles of the state
ready for exhibition, and these will
form the basis of consideration.

The results of the surveys are said
to be very startling in thelr revelation
of church weakness throughout rural
districts, and they will show many op-
portunities for concentrated actlon on
the part of the churches in this state.
The Interchurch World Movement, in
making Its survevs, simply discovers
the facts which cxist, and then refers
the findings to the churches of each
county and state for whatever action
Is deemad necessary by the churches.

Ierature of the movement and also
a financlal exhibit of the movement's
affalrs. American education will be
allotted a prominent place,

In the afternoon, the subjects will
leclude evangelism, the field program,
financlal organization and the educw
tional group. The evening will be de
voted te a general -discussion of the
need for such a co-operative movement
as the Interchurch among the Protest-
ant forces of America, especially In
thelr relation to home affairs and
world conditions,

The final day will deal with orgam
ization and the findings of the varlous
committees which will have been ap
pointed for investigation during the
course of the conference,

One of the most Important prnroea-
Ings of the meeting will be the smaller
conferenees of ministers from each
denomination during the course of the
main conference, There will be time
nrovided for such meetings in order
thak the denominations may determine
npon denominatiopal policies and unk
