Instructions for Making
Light Bread

1 cup scalded milk, 1 cup hot water,
2 tablespoons shortening, 2 tableapoons
sugar, 1 teaspoon salt, 1 cake cow-
pressed yeast, 1-4 cup lukewarm water,
6 or more cups bread flour.

METHOD OF MIXING

Put the salt, sugur and shorteniog
into ‘the mixing bowl;, pour on the
scalded milk and hot water. When the
mixtore is lukewarm add the softened
yeast, Stir in enough of the flour to
make a batter; beat well, then add
enough flour to make a soft dough.
Tarn out on a floured bread board and
knead 15 mibutes, 5

Puat the dough back into a greased
bowl, cover closely with & clean towel
and let stand in & wrrm place, sbout
80 degrees Fahrenheit until doubled ia
bulk.

KNEADING

When the dough has doubled 1n bulk,
which will require from two to three
hours, it is resdy for the recond knead
ing. Use no flour on the kneading
board'end kneadnot looper than fve
‘minuten, just encugh to give the wmas
s flureven-toxture. Divide the dough
‘juto the Tequived vamber of picoces to
suit your pans. Stape the loaf by
folding under and patting wotll no
wrinkles ean be seen. A pan of good
size to nse is one about 8 inches long,
4 inches wide, and 8 inches deep. If
two loaves are to be baked in a larger
pan, grease the loaves where they
touch so that they can easily be Lroken
spart when baked.
