The present condition of the wheat
crop, with a very much reduced acresge
would indicate s total production of
about 8,800,000 bushels for the state,

Considering the handioaps with whith

the farmer has bad to contend, a fair
sized oat crop has been sown., As thin
crop is better adapted to such conditions
as we have had, the condition Is chow
Ing up well. While the crop generslly
is heading low, the beais are good, und
there will be pleniy of straw L0 insure
thé harvesting. The rye crop for grain,
and the barley crop, neither grown ex
tepeively in this etite for the trade, are
both in mueh better conditivn than the
wheat crop.
. A considerable decline is noted in the
hay erop, 8 to condition, since our Just
month’s report, This was brought
sbout by reveral weeks dry weather in
the eastarn part of the state, where
the grasses are their principal hay erop,
and in the middle and western parts of
the state, where the excess moisture
has caused many fieids to become very
foul and weedy. The acresge of clover
for hay remains the same as laat year,
while there has been a very smsll re-
duction in the amount of allalfa.

A fair erep of apples ie promised over
nearly all of the state. The present
pecta are much betier than were u
year ago, when the apple crop was al-
"most a total failure in moat parts ol
the state. The peach crop remains Lhe
same us last year, though more evenly
distributed over the stste. Pears,
pever u large erop in this state, promise
better than jast year. The blackberry
crop looks as though it would be
normal.

The planting of water melons and

musk melons has been greatly delayed
s their condition is low, usis, also that

of eabbage and onions,

The cundition of pastures, though
much below Jasi year at this time, is

‘good, The culy trouble is thst they

were considerably sffected in the nocth-
eastern part of the siate, where it ha®
been dry.

STAGED B JEWS

Bend of War Refugess Frem Egypt
Sufler As of Old.

MNashv:'ls, Tonn. (Speclal)—HHow a
band of Jewish war refugecs have just |
staged & modern exoudus from Egypt
and suffered tribulations strikingly
gimilar to those undergone by the
band that Moses led of old is recount-
ed In a Zlonist report made public
here,

The Twentisthcentury wanderers
travelad by special train instead of
u-foot, and they did not cross the Red
sea. Instead of Pharaoh and his hosts
perverse fate pursued them. This
group of unfortunate Jews are a few
of the more than 6,000,000 who are be-
ing provided with emergency rellef
from funds raised by the Amarican
Jewish Rellef Committee and kindred
organizations. The story of their ex-
perlences, as wld in the Zionist report
from Jerusalem, is as follows

“The big problem of the month has
been that of caring for the refugees

returning from Egypl. They have |

some back to Jerusalem, which ta not
ready to absorh them economicslly or
to giva them housing accommodations,
“Thelir return was accompanied with
difficulties and tribulations. The traln
broke down on the line, and tha ref-
ugens were left withont food or care
for twenty-four hours. Later It was
stalled on a siding, when It exper-
lenced a head-on collision, which in-
jured a nufiber of rofugees.
“Finally, when they did reach Jeru-
salem and were being cared for in the
house which we had taken for them,
some of thelr children found a Turkish
homb in the upper story of the house
nd played with it

FGAT TPHLS PLAGUE

This is the discoverer of the typhus
bacillus and of the proof that the
dread disease is carried by the body
louse—Dr. Harry Plotz of Mt, Sinal
Hospital, New York, who has bean
sent to Poland through American Jew-
ish rellel funds to fight the typbms
opidemle which is sweeping over all
Poland. When Dr. Plotz, who made
his world-famous !(yphus discoveries
five years ago, as a 24yearold in-
terne, arrived in Southampton he was
glven the freedom of the port by the
Britlsh government, which gave him
n special vessel te rush him across
the channel, while France and Poland
placed gpecial trains at his disposal to
speed him to the center of the terrible
epidemic which Is ravaging Poland.
Dr. Plotz, as a colonel im the U, 8.
Medical Corps, Installed and had
charge of the vast delousing machin-
ery used in all the ports both here and
in France. Before this country en-
tered the war, he was called to Serbla
by the Serblan government to (ight a
typhus plague there. An initial ap-
propriation of $100,000 was made from
Ameriean Jewish rellef funds, for fuel
with which to maintaln delouvsing ma-
chines with which Dr. Plotz wiil earry
on bhis fight in Poland.
