5,000 homiog pigeons are to take part
linthis race, esch having been bred,
hatched and trained in the Rexall Pig-
eon Lofte, St. Louls, the largest in the
woi ld,

These lofts were built especially for
the birds that are to compete in this
race. More than 600 homing pigeons
of the. very best atrains obtainable were
purchased and established in the lofts
a8 breeders. From thisa nucleus the
younger birds have been bred until, to-
day, the lofts boast more live pigeons
than any other in the world.

Scores of married men who have
visited the great pigeon loft in St,
l.ouis have revesled to them by this
feathered clan some beautiful examples
of dcmesticity, The most predominate
trait in the character of the homing
pigeon, of course, ia his love of home,
Hie birthplace, the loft in which he is
bred, reared and trained, fs home and
no other spot on earth, no matter how
alluriog, bes any intereat for him. He
may be carried off, miles from home,
and tossed into space, Eventosily he
will return. It may take daye, or it
may be only & matter of hours, but no
anxiety is felt on the part of His mate,
for she knows that bhe will be back,
sooner or later.

They never
waver in their copstancy and loyalty
to and love of mate. At the age of three
months the young pigeon looks about

this ooly after the most ardent wooing,
e is hers till death and he rlaves for
her and their progeny from dawn till
dark.

A large corps of trainers and attend-
snte are required to ceare for and train
the pigeons and to this end the United
Drug Company has spared no expense,
The cost attending the feeding of so
many pigeons itself constitutes s heavy
item of cost. .

They baked
the bread, churned the butier, cured
the meal, and made the candles; In
short, housed under thelr roofs all
the activities that minlstered to the
necesslles and comforts of the family,

Today all these processes are car-
ried on outside of the lome. The
shoes are made In factovies, tha
clothes go through the sweatshops,
the meat Is cured by big companles,
the bread 1s made at the bakerfes,
and the butter comes from the cream-
eries.

Instead of living in honscs open on
all sides to the sun, we have the tene-
ment house; Instead of water directly
from a well or spring, we have piped
water: Inpstead of the simples problem
of lerting the small amount of gar-
bage decay In the sun, we have the
vast problem of a city's disposal,

All of these matters of food, clothes,
housing, water and garbage are sub
ject to legisiation, The state has taken
the place of the parents. The question
of regulation of all of these matters
so vital to a housekeeper lx one of
collective opinion, expressed by the
