The County Court of Fayette county
met in regular quarterly session Tues- |
day morning with 31 Justices present,
the new Justice from the fourth districtr |
R. N. Garnett Esq,, being present for |
bis first time since his recent election,

The session was & most eventful one
from the beginning. It will (be remem-
bered that the July work of the court
waa not completed and the court adjourn
ed then expecting to receive the report
from Nashville on the county tax values
in a very short time and that it woold
then be catled by Chairmaa Shelton in
an adjourned session to complete its
docket and fix the tax rate for the cur-
rent yesr. The tax valuations from
the State Board of Equalization was
not received until lset week and the
adjourned session was not called by the
chairman. The court first completed
the July docket, sppoioted R. B, Young
Esq., J. J. Steger Eeq., and J, A,
Weber E:q , 85 a tax committee, and
adjourped its session and reassembled
at omne in the regular Ovtober session. .

The regular order of the court were
then proceeded with, election of offi-
cers, and miscellaneous items taking
some time. These matters continued in-
to the afternoon and as they were com ]
pleted and the court was about ready
to begin ita October docket the tax
committee sppeared in court with their
report on the tax rate for the yesr and
this report was read by Esq. Young.
The committee recommended a rate of
87 cents on the $100,  divided as follows:
Schools 20 cents, Highways 27 cents,
special note fund 4 cents, General fund
10 cents, 3tate 26 ceots. A lengthy
dicussion followed the reading of these
figures and continued ontil adjourning
time in the lale afterncon, the rates
being fixed finnally as follows: schools
90 cents, special note fond 4 cents,
general fund § cents highway fund 20
cents, statz 26 cents, a total of T8 cents
on each 8100 of properity.

As explained by speakers, these rates

taX jast. year was G5 cotits on 8100, not
counting the etste school tax of 15
cents which was levied by the state but
never left the county. This made the
county's state tax lsst year sbout #28,
000 on ber valuation of a little more
than 85,000,000, This years valuations
have been raised to $20,000,000 aod the
26 cents of state tax will make the coun-
ty's atate tax this year 862,000, an io-
crease of $24,000, or nearly 100 per
cent increase.

The schools will reeceive about $16
000 more than they bad last year and
this sum has provided for the increases
in the salaries of the teschers,

The other increases are not as large,

The total tax budget for the county!
this year will be in reund,numbers §160,

sech fixed in other counties, no county
heard from fixing a rate under $1.00 on
$100, while most counties go above this
figure, Hardeman fixed $1.20 on each
§100, and Tipton $1.20. But - both
counties appear much worse bebind in
funds at the present time. In fact
few counties in the state huve ever had
a8 low & rate as Fayette, and few haye
#s small overdraft or debta of any kind
at present as Fayette. Oope peighbor
we koow has gan overdraft in ber school
fund alone, about equal to Fagette's
entire debts of every pature, and
people who would haye one believe this
county isio a bad fix financially shounld
look to other counties and compare
conditions,

The rate of 78 ecents is a migbty low
